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KYIV-MADRID: A DIALOGUE
LOOKING INTO THE FUTURE

The Spanish-Ukrainian strategic dialogue on Ukraine’s European integration,
problems and prospects of Ukraine’s foreign policy, bilateral relations and other
related international issues was launched in Madrid, in November 2008. It is when
the International Affairs and Foreign Policy Institute (INCIPE, Spain) and the
Razumkov Centre held a seminar “The Spanish-Ukrainian Strategic Dialogue:
Ukraine, the European Union and NATO”. The initiative has been supported
by the foreign ministries of Ukraine and Spain.

Participants of the first seminar were informed on the priorities of Ukraine’s
foreign policy, situation and prospects of cooperation with the EU and NATO,
Ukraine-Russia relations. The parties exchanged their opinions on ways of
deepening bilateral cooperation between Spain and Ukraine in the context of
Ukraine’s European and Euro-Atlantic integration.

It should be noted that the events held under the long-term project by the
Razumkov Centre and INCIPE are actively supported by our traditional partner —
the International Renaissance Foundation.

The international conference “Ukraine in the European Security System:
Challenges and Prospects”' held in Kyiv in June 2010, was the next stage of the
Spanish-Ukrainian strategic dialogue.

The conference was attended by the MPs, representatives of the Ukrainian
Government and relevant ministries and departments, the Presidential
Administration, representatives of the National Security and Defence Council of
Ukraine, representatives of foreign embassies and members of governmental and
non-governmental research institutions. The Spanish side was represented
by members of the Spanish Parliament, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and
Cooperation of Spain, the Ministry of Defence and experts from the leading
research institutes — INCIPE and CIDOB.

The conference saw a fruitful discussion on: new approaches to strengthening
stability and security in Europe; the problems and prospects of relations

The Spanish EU Presidency,
at that time, contributed to the
development of the Spanish-
Ukrainian dialogue and, in the
context of a joint search for
solutions to the global and regional
security challenges, brought into
focus the issues of Ukraine.

The third stage of the Spanish-
Ukrainian strategic dialogue was
the conference “Ukraine’s Path
to the EU: Problems, Achievements and Prospects” held in Madrid in October 2011.

The conference objective was: to bring the problems, achievements and
prospects of Ukraine’s European integration course to the attention of the
international community; to search for ways and mechanisms to intensify contacts
with the EU, in particular to increase productivity and dynamics of negotiations
on the Association Agreement and visa liberalization.

The event was attended by experts from Ukraine and Spain and representatives
of international organizations. In particular, the Ukrainian side was represented by:
Anatoliy Scherba (the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukraine
to Spain), Oleh Shamshur (the Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of
Ukraine), Andriy Shevchenko (the MP), Andriy Melnyk (the Director General of
the Third Territorial Directorate General of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Ukraine),
Valeriy Chalyi (the Deputy Director General of the Razumkov Centre) and Oleksiy
Melnyk (the Co-director of Foreign Relations and International Security Programmes
of the Razumkov Centre).

The Spanish side was represented by: the Ambassador Extraordinary and
Plenipotentiary of Spain to Ukraine — Jose Rodriguez Moyano; representatives of
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Cooperation of Spain — Santiago Cabanas, Pilar
Mendez, Julio Nunez Montesinos; the Vice President of the Commission on Foreign
Affairs of the Spanish Senate — Luis Fraga; the Director of the EU Commission
Representation in Spain — Francisco Fonseca; the expert of the Institute for Strategic
Studies of the Ministry of Defence of Spain — Francisco Ruiz; the senior researcher
of FRIDE — Natalia Shapovalova; the Secretary General of the INCIPE — Jose Pedro
Sebastian de Erice; and the director of the INCIPE — Vicente Garrido.

The conference saw a discussion on: the development of the Spanish-Ukrainian
relations; problems and prospects of the EU-Ukraine cooperation in the context
of negotiations on the Association Agreement and visa liberalization dialogue;
issues in formation of a new European security architecture.
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Summarizing the results of the discussion several key points should be
outlined.

First. The Spanish and Ukrainian participants emphasized the growing
importance of the Spanish-Ukrainian relations in the process of Ukraine’s
European integration. The partnership between Kyiv and Madrid was one of the
main themes on the conference agenda. The participants indicated an upward trend
in contacts between two countries in various spheres.

In particular, the political and diplomatic contacts, inter-parliamentary cooperation
in the humanitarian sphere have intensified. The Spanish side has made an effort
to simplify visa procedures for the Ukrainian citizens?. In their presentations, the
Spanish participants noted that the increase in people-to-people contacts, Madrid’s
willingness to facilitate Ukraine’s accession to the EU and Spanish companies
entering the Ukrainian market led to the fact that thoughts on Spain’s biased
attitude toward Ukraine’s European integration are gradually disappearing. At the
same time, Ukraine no longer considers a slightly cautious position of Spain as an
obstacle on its way to the EU.

Several speeches emphasized that regarding the European integration Spain
can share a vast experience on the successful implementation of institutional
and economic reforms and modernization of internal infrastructure according to
the EU criteria.

Currently, there is an ongoing work on coordinating interests and addressing
problems that hinder further development of relations. During the discussion, it was
emphasized that countries have a significant potential for further cooperation.

Speaking on the situation and prospects of Spanish-Ukrainian contacts,
the conference participants focused, in particular, on the following aspects.

The main problems that hinder further development of cooperation between
the countries are concentrated mainly in Ukraine. First of all, these are the
problems with democracy.

During the discussion, the parties agreed on the need to: a) carry out political
reforms and form an efficient multiparty system; b) ensure efficient fight against
corruption that is a threatening phenomenon in the country, c) ensure a stable
legal and judicial system adapted to European standards and rules; d) facilitate
to the maximum the development of civil society, middle class, support of small
and medium businesses; e) create an effective open economy, reduce tax and
administrative pressure on businesses and establish a productive dialogue between
the government and business community.

2 In particular, according to Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Spain to Ukraine
Jose Rodriguez Moyano, the Spanish side doubled the number of visas for tourists arriving
to Spain in 2011. Now Ukrainians can get a visa in five days and the Embassy issues multivisas
for longer periods. Ukrainians will be issued around 50,000 visas in 2011. For more detailes see
presentation by Jose Rodriguez Moyano on p.93.
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The participants extensively emphasized problems in ensuring secure
environment for foreign investors in Ukraine. In particular, it was stated that a number
of Spanish companies operating in Ukraine suffer from the bureaucratic pressure,
lack of investor rights, defective business infrastructure — these are the major
obstacles to development of business cooperation between two countries.

According to the Ukrainian and Spanish experts in order to expand and strengthen
Kyiv-Madrid partnership it is necessary to enhance cooperation in various fields:
economy and trade, energy, humanitarian, transport, security etc®. The increased
use of Ukraine’s potential in bilateral cooperation in these areas would strengthen
relations between two countries and accelerate Ukraine’s European integration.

Second. The conference participants focused largely on problems and
prospects of Ukraine’s European integration. Experts of both countries expressed
a number of proposals on how to intensify Ukraine-EU relations in different
spheres. It should be emphasized that the meeting took place during the final stage
of negotiations on the Association Agreement. However, the EU’s Action Plan
on visa regime liberalization for Ukraine is still being implemented. These issues
were actively discussed during the debate.

Speaking about the current state and prospects for development of contacts
between Brussels and Kyiv, the participants stressed that internal and external
problems stand on the way of Ukraine’s European integration course.

The external problems comprise the EU’s focus on its internal problems,
the negative impact of the global financial crisis, and the “Russian factor”, with
Russia actively trying to keep Ukraine under its sphere of influence.

The role and influence of Russia was mentioned in several speeches. The
Russian side has persistently put forward proposals for Ukraine to join the Customs
Union. In fact, concluding the Association Agreement with the EU, or joining the
Customs Union is the strategic choice for Ukraine between two different development
models. Ukraine’s accession to the Customs Union would mean blocking the
Association Agreement and joining the area of Russia’s influence. At the same
time, the experts emphasized the importance to develop equitable and mutually
beneficial relations with Russia, particularly in the economic sphere.

The internal problems are the inefficiency of social and economic reforms,
corruption, erosion of judicial system, government alienation from the society,
curtailment of democratic processes. The latest factor, according to the most
participants, has the most crucial impact on relations with the EU.

Ukraine’s image in Europe has deteriorated significantly that may negatively
affect the understanding of Ukraine’s realistic chances to join the community

% In particular, during the discussion it was emphasized that use of alternative energy sources
and the Spanish experience in the construction of LNG terminals is very important for Ukraine.

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of democratic and prosperous European countries. During the discussion the
Spanish partners expressed a concern that political processes in Ukraine have
a negative impact on the EU-Ukraine relations. There is an increasing threat of
stagnation of Ukraine’s European integration course.

Some participants were concerned that not only the Association Agreement,
but other areas of Ukraine’s EU integration process might be affected as a result of
this process. In particular: a) political dialogue at the highest level may be limited
and the EU support to the Ukrainian government will be reduced; b) dialogue on
visa liberalization regime for Ukraine may be jeopardized; c) the EU assistance
and involvement in modernizing the Ukrainian transit system may be reviewed that
will have a negative impact on Ukraine’s integration into the European energy market.

As most of the speakers said, the implementation level of relevant European
standards in Ukraine will determine the atmosphere and prospects for dialogue
with the EU.

Third. Kyiv and Madrid are interested in further development of cooperation
in security sector to increase security and stability in the European region.
Discussing problems of forming the European security architecture, the experts
emphasized a great number of failed efforts and initiatives. In particular, the
“fading away” of the Corfu process and a decreasing interest in the draft agreement
on the European security, put forward by the Russian President Dmitry Medvedev.

During the discussion, the experts outlined a number of issues in European
security area. In particular, they emphasized: a) conceptual difficulties, including
different interpretations of the key security concepts — common space, common
values; b) conflictogene situations in the European region i.e. the “frozen” conflicts
that occasionally escalate; c¢) distrust different countries or different groups of
countries have toward each other; d) absence of a clear strategy in relations
between NATO and the EU; e) divergent positions of the key players on central
security issues, for example between the US and Russia on location of missile
defence system in Europe; f) lack of unity in the EU i.e. major European states have
different strategic cultures; g) general decline of interest and low level of discussion
on security issues.

Under these conditions, it is necessary to rethink the processes occurring in the
region, to search for adequate responses to challenges and threats, effectively use
the available resources and modernize the existing cooperation mechanisms.

Speaking about ways of strengthening security on the continent, the experts
emphasized the need to strengthen the unity and capacity of the EU, to develop
its defence and security policy, to update NATO and to conclude a comprehensive
security agreement between the US and the EU. It is also important to modernize
the OSCE and to renew NATO-Russia and EU-Russia cooperation mechanisms.
It is necessary to persistently seek an agreement when overcoming common
problems, make joint efforts to reduce and prevent threats — all these will improve
the nature of multilateral security cooperation.
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The experts also actively discussed the non-aligned status of Ukraine. Especially
the fact that few people in Ukraine understand what the non-aligned status actually
means. Moreover, the experts doubted that Ukraine’s security has increased after the
declarations of the non-aligned status. It was emphasized that if in an unforeseen
future Ukraine continues to have such a status, then the creation of an effective
deterrent force and the ability to confront security threats will become more
important than ever.

Under these conditions, according to the experts, a possible format of Ukraine’s
relations with NATO is the continuation of a constructive partnership with the
Alliance on issues of common interest in various fields.

The results of the Razumkov Centre’s sociological research represented
an additional interest at the Conference. According to the results, almost all the
Ukrainian citizens have a positive attitude toward Ukraine’s accession to the EU.
However, the majority of respondents described Ukraine’s relations with the EU as
unstable. This instability is largely related to inconsistency and poor efficiency
of Ukraine’s European integration policy. Still, the level of general knowledge on
Spain, among the Ukrainians, is low.

In presentations, the participants also mentioned the results of the Razumkov
Centre’s expert survey. In fact, there is a consensus in the Ukrainian expert
community on the importance for Ukraine to join the EU. However, the experts
note low efficiency of the country’s European integration course. In their opinion,
Ukraine’s pace of getting closer to the EU is unsatisfactory. One of the reasons is
internal problems in Ukraine.

According to the experts, the Association Agreement with the EU meets Ukraine’s
national interests, but the domestic developments in Ukraine threaten this process.

It should be noted that the experts’ opinions on the Ukrainian-Spanish relations
are ambiguous. There is a lack of information about relations between two
countries. Nevertheless, the experts share positive associations regarding Spain.
In general, Spain is primarily perceived as a tourist destination with rich history,
culture, traditions, which is known for its achievements in sports. Spain is also
viewed as a dynamic European country, which overcame its authoritarian past
and where “emotional, honest and sincere people” live.

It is hard to disagree with the participants of the Conference that the
continuation of the Spanish-Ukrainian strategic dialogue will facilitate the
development of contacts between Kyiv and Madrid at the non-governmental
level, will increase the interest and awareness of Spain regarding the problems
Ukraine is facing today, including the security sphere and enhance joint
efforts to address important foreign policy issues.

The Spanish-Ukrainian strategic dialogue will further remove artificial
stereotypes and promote cooperation between expert communities of
Ukraine and Spain as well as to generate favourable conditions for Ukraine’s
progress on its path to the EU. u

“SPANISH ELEMENT” OF UKRAINE'S
INTEGRATION

Valeriy CHALYI,

Today’s conference is another step in the long-term project “The Spanish-Ukrainian
Strategic Dialogue”, implemented by Razumkov Centre (Ukraine) and the
International Affairs and Foreign Policy Institute (INCIPE, Spain) with the support
of the International Renaissance Foundation. I shall remind that this project was
launched in 2008, when we held the seminar on Ukraine, EU and NATO in Madrid,
initiated by the Embassy of Ukraine in Spain and supported by the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs of Ukraine and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Cooperation of Spain.

Over these years Ukraine, Spain and the world, as a whole, have undergone
fundamental changes. The international community has faced new challenges
and threats; there are ongoing complex and controversial geopolitical and
geoeconomic changes of drammatic nature. These processes are the subject of
our joint discussion, joint analysis by expert communities of Ukraine and Spain.

We understand that such cooperation and exchange of ideas are important not
only at official, but also at expert level. These contacts help to enhance the European
dialogue on the issues of Ukraine’s European integration, to improve the efficiency
of its European integration course, to draw attention of the international community
to Ukraine.

So I would like to thank our Spanish partners, especially INCIPE, for providing
an active support to Ukraine on its way to the EU. This support is crucial to
accomplish our European aspirations. I hope that the “Spanish element” of
Ukraine’s European integration will continue to strengthen.

' The Conference on “Ukraine’s Path to the EU: Problems, Achievements and Prospects” was
held on 20 October 2011, in Madrid.

Presentations are prepared in a concise way in accordance with the transcripts of speeches and
in the same order as they were delivered at the Conference.
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We need the support of Spain today, when the EU is focused on its domestic
issues and problems in other parts of the world. This is understandable. But
Ukraine and other Eastern Partnership countries want to succeed on the road to
European integration and, of course, we are interested in Spain paying attention
not only to the Southern direction, but also to the Eastern.

In this context, I would like to give an example of Switzerland which, being
a non-EU member state, strongly supports the European integration projects with
Ukraine and provides the financial assistance.

It is not accidental that today’s meeting is dedicated to the most important
topic — problems, achievements and prospects of Ukraine’s integration into the
European community. In this context, I would like to focus on some important aspects.

First. Ukraine entered the final stage of negotiations on the Association
Agreement, including deep and comprehensive free trade area. This document will
mark a new level of cooperation with the European Union, a new format of European
integration. Currently, the First Vice Prime Minister of Ukraine, Andriy Klyuyev
holds negotiations in Brussels with European counterparts to agree upon the text
of this document. It is very important to provide the conditions for ratification of
the agreement at the EU-Ukraine Summit in December. In this context, Spain’s
attitude and support are certainly very important for us. So, once again, I shall
emphasize that we need to actively promote the Ukrainian-Spanish contacts at
different levels, expand the humanitarian cooperation.

Today, Ukraine undergoes a difficult stage of transformation. The situation
is greatly complicated by the escalation of internal problems, the impact of the
global financial crisis. Overcoming these negative factors will take time that we,
unfortunately, sometimes tend to lose.

It is obvious that domestic issues are the main obstacles on the path to the
EU. These very problems determine the nature, content and atmosphere of the
dialogue between Brussels and Kyiv. However, it is also evident that we should form
the medium-term strategy for Ukraine’s European integration in parallel with
addressing current problems in relations with the EU.

Second. Visa Facilitation Agreement is an important element of the Ukraine-EU
relationship. Nowadays the parties are very close to making the decision on listing
the non-governmental organizations of Ukraine among the categories of persons,
using the relevant benefits. This is a step forward in the visa dialogue with the EU.

Another important aspect is the implementation of the Action Plan on Visa
Liberalization, adopted by the parties at the last EU-Ukraine Summit (in November
2010). However, some politicians in Ukraine say that, if the EU preserves
“visa barriers”, then perhaps we should return to the visa regime that existed
before 2005, when the EU citizens needed a visa to travel to Ukraine. In my opinion,
this step is unlikely to be productive.
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It is clear that the visa liberalization regime is a very popular issue for the
Ukrainian society. It should be noted that the situation with visas has improved
recently. The number of multi-entry visas (1-2 months) issued to the Ukrainians
is constantly growing. However, problems with the long-term Schengen visas
remain to be solved. Therefore, it is the main subject for further negotiations on visa
liberalization regime.

Third. Development of trade and economic contacts with the EU is an
important aspect of the European integration of Ukraine. Obviously, for the
moment, the situation with the European investors leaves a lot to be desired.
There are a lot of problems with doing business in Ukraine i.e. corruption, judicial
system, land system, currency regulations, customs regulations, technical
barriers to trade. There is also an urgent need to introduce the practice of a
continuous constructive dialogue between authorities and business community.

In conclusion, I would like to draw attention to an important moment. Citizens
of Ukraine and representatives of the expert community have been indirectly
involved in our dialogue. The materials prepared for the Conference by the
Razumkov Centre contain the results of two surveys — the expert survey and the
nationwide survey.

I would like to point out just one more thing that reflects the specific
interest the Ukrainian citizens have in the EU. When we asked why the EU
is interesting for Ukraine, the respondents mentioned the financial resources,
market for Ukrainian goods (a free trade area will enable to achieve this goal),
as well as the governance system, democratic norms and standards of living.

I think our Spanish partners will find it interesting to know what the
Ukrainians think of Spain, how they assess the bilateral relations, and what an
ordinary Ukrainian citizen associates with Spain. I hope that the results of the
sociological studies will help to understand better the situation and prospects of
cooperation between Kyiv and Madrid.

I was really impressed by the fact that Spain is highly ranked in the list of
the EU countries, relations with which, as defined by our citizens, are
essential for Ukraine. Spain is ranked seventh, which is significantly higher
compared to the neighbouring states, with whom Ukraine has traditionally
developed close contacts and relationships. This, in my opinion, shows a great
potential of the Ukrainian-Spanish partnership.

I am sure that the third stage of the strategic dialogue is an important
component of contacts at the expert level between Ukraine and Spain. |
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SOLVING PROBLEMS TOGETHER
AND MOVING FORWARD

It is a pleasure to be here today, in Madrid, participating in the third meeting
between the Razumkov Centre and INCIPE. I congratulate both institutions
for giving us an opportunity to get to know each other better, which is a basis
for developing relations between our two countries.

Ukraine is a great European country with a great future, and Spain, in its
foreign policy, has made a big bet to see Ukraine as European, democratic and
prosperous country in Europe. This can help us to tackle the present challenges
we have on the continent and in the world. And even though the present time is
not a very easy one, yet we should keep in mind that the future will be much
brighter, than it might seem now. I am sure this discussion will bring many issues to
light and we will see the many things that we can do together with Ukraine, because
we want to have Ukraine closer to Europe, closer to the EU, and closer to Spain.

I think we should understand that relations between Spain and Ukraine are
well-based on the path chosen by Ukraine as a European country, which is striving
towards the EU membership. Firstly, that reinforces bilateral relations between
the countries and means that Ukraine has made a big historic choice for its future
as a future member of the EU.

Secondly, the image that Spain does not really support this path taken by
Ukraine has been disappearing. Ukraine has already understood that Spain does
not stand in the way of Ukraine’s EU integration. Our message to Ukrainians is:
in the process of getting closer to the EU, you have to go through deep reforms.
It is not the Soviet Union, it’s the European Union. And, I think, the Ukrainian
authorities understand that.

Thirdly, reforms should be made not because Ukraine wants to be an
EU-member, but because Ukraine, itself, needs to reform. Even, if the country
does not continue moving towards the EU integration, it has to undergo the reforms.
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I can say that Ukraine, during the last 20 years of independence, have made a
great effort — it have gone through a difficult transformation from a communist-
minded political system and a centralized economy to a country with a stronger
national identity, which is politically and economically more open.

Having a common national project for Ukraine, based on a national identity,
can help this country go through reforms and we can help Ukraine in this process.

I tell my Ukrainian friends that they should look at the EU, not wondering
what they can get from the EU (at the time, when the EU is having a lot of
problems and is in a deep economic crisis), but what Ukraine can offer the EU in
a positive sense. What you can really do for the EU and not to bring the EU more
problems, than it already has.

You need to undergo political reforms, which mean real democracy, in a sense
that political parties are stable, abide to the rule of law, fight against corruption,
and do not change laws every time they need it, especially the electoral laws.

With these reforms we would be able to say that you are moving toward the
system, which is acceptable at the EU. The same applies to the economy, which
means an open economy, low corruption level (which is a real problem in Ukraine),
less bureaucracy, and more opportunities for small and medium enterprises that
often suffer from a lot of pressure and corruption. And they ought to succeed, because
if not, Ukraine will not have a middle class, which is the basis for democracy.

Another interesting question is the issue of identity. Ukraine is a country with
divergent eastern and western parts. It does not mean that the East is Russian,
and the West is European, — no. It is not that simple. One thing that I have found
out, when travelling to some regions of Ukraine, is that there are a lot of people,
who do not speak Ukrainian, they speak Russian. Russian is widely spoken in the
East and the South of Ukraine.

So the issue is not about building a society or identity against someone. It is
about building an identity, which is suitable, both for eastern and western parts of
Ukraine. That is a guarantee that Ukraine will be a democracy. And if Ukraine wants
to succeed as a country you need to compromise. You cannot rule Ukraine from Kyiv
without taking into account interests of the West or interests of the East of Ukraine.

There is another issue important for Ukraine — the role of the oligarchy in
political and economic life. There might be things misunderstood by the Ukrainian
public, by majority of Ukrainians. There is a feeling that everyone, who has a lot
of money, earned it illegally, because in twenty years it is impossible to earn
so much money as some people have in a legal way. However, Ukraine’s big
business is also a guarantee that the country will continue to exist and be able to
manage the future, to have its own destiny, because these businesses are going
to defend their interests set in Ukraine.
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For Ukraine, it is not about choosing between the East and the West. Ukraine
has to co-exist with both the East and the West, since you have developed strong
ties in both directions. Therefore, you should state clearly that choosing is not
an option for you. However, if Ukraine wants to be open and competitive, both
politically and economically — that is the European choice.

Going back to the discussion on bilateral relations, I think we have made a
good progress in certain areas. We have reinforced political contacts between our
governments. For instance, this year, five Secretaries of State from the Spanish
Government have visited Ukraine. We expect this cooperation will continue next
year. | would like to underline some separate moments.

First. In the cultural and educational sector we have two goals. One is to open
the Cervantes Institute in Kyiv, which is very important. Anything you do in
Ukraine regarding the promotion of Spanish culture is very welcome. Spain is
considered as culturally developed and very much admired by Ukrainians. At least,
they are willing to learn Spanish and to know more about Spain. Therefore, opening
of the Cervantes Institute in Ukraine will be very welcomed by the Ukrainian
people. However, the crisis in Spain stays on a way of opening the institute.
Therefore, we are now negotiating a legal agreement on the establishment of
cultural centres as soon as there will be appropriate conditions for their opening.

The second goal is to reinforce those schools in Ukraine, where children are
taught in Spanish as first and second language. There are almost thirty schools of
this kind in Ukraine, and recently the Secretary of State for Education, during a
working trip to Ukraine, visited two of them. Hopefully, that is the beginning of
a fruitful cooperation between the two Ministries of Education. It is admirable to
see ten-twelve year old children, who play in the Spanish theatre or sing
Spanish songs without an accent! That is great.

Second. There are a lot of things we can do in the economic sphere together
with Ukraine. There are Spanish companies already established in Ukraine, but
not that many. Some of them are big ones, but there are others, which are making
a lot of effort to remain in the country. The problem is that Ukraine needs to
modernize its transport, communication and energy infrastructure, including the
alternative energy, where Spanish companies are the world leaders. And they
can cooperate in many aspects with Ukraine.

There are some good prospects at the moment. But there are also problems,
which Spanish companies (as well as other European companies) face in Ukraine,
related to bureaucracy, but mostly, to corruption. And we are fighting, almost daily,
to help these companies survive. And, if finally we have a free trade area and
a commitment from the Ukrainian government to strengthen the rule of law that
will make a big difference, because there are lot of projects Spanish firms could
develop in Ukraine. (We have won two EU financed Twinning projects in Ukraine).
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Third. This year we have doubled the number of visas for tourists coming to
Spain, and it is not only because of what happened in North Africa, but also to
develop a certain perception among the Ukrainians that visas are not a problem in
order to go to Spain.

Now, the Ukrainians get visas in five days and we are giving multi-visas for
longer time periods. We are now promoting Spain as a tourist destination, where
middle-class people can also go, because for the time-being they perceived Spain
as a resort for rich people only. And that is not the case. Therefore, this year, we
will have issued more than 50,000 visas to Ukrainians.

We, in Spain, really want the Ukrainians to have an opportunity to travel
around Europe with no visas required. We really want to tell our companies:
“Come to Ukraine, there are plenty of opportunities, it is a beautiful country, and
there are people, who are prepared and ready to work and there is security for
investments”. We would like to tell them that. And, of course, we could tell that
we want to have Ukraine in the EU now. But let us be realistic. Let us put it safe.

For instance, about visas: we already have a road map with the EU. And there are
two phases, the legislative and implementation phase. You need to go through serious
reforms in order to get a free visa regime with the EU. These reforms are important.

You know that in Ukraine you can get a person with two, three or four
passports and that is not secure. We also need to have more cooperation on
border control. We need you to have a policy for refugees and asylum seekers that
is more open. We are not against free visa regime, but there are certain things you
have to do, even for your own sake.

Spanish people, who invest in Ukraine, face many difficulties. How can I tell
Spanish businesses to come and invest money, if these difficulties prevail and they
can lose their investments? And I’'m not the only one to have such an opinion. There
is a list of European companies and European embassies with different problems.
So, we want problems to be solved to have more security for foreign investments.
And, of course, all that is very important in influencing how we look at your
perspective in the European Union. As I said before, there is no short way to get to
the EU. You have to go through reforms, and we tell you that as friends: if you want
to belong to a club with certain political and economic rules, you are not going to
get into that club unless you abide by the rules. And the perspective for the time
being, and I really regret it, is not very positive.

Finally, our conference has shown that Spain and Ukraine can do a lot together.

Ukraine, in its path to the EU, can fully rely on the support of Spain. I am
confident that Ukraine will be able to successfully overcome problems, because
you have a beautiful country with wonderful people. ]
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FURTHER STRENGHTENING
OF UKRAINIAN-SPANISH RELATIONS

My colleague, Ambassador Moyano has just presented a substantial information
about the interaction between our two countries on the issue of European
integration. In my turn, I would like to take this opportunity to present my point
of view on development of the Ukrainian-Spanish relations in the light of
Ukraine’s European choice.

It would not be an exaggeration to say that Spain is one of Ukraine’s main
partners and friends in Europe. Following 20 years, after the establishment of
diplomatic relations, our countries do not seem to be so distant, as they were in
the early 1990s. Spain overcame a difficult path of integration, turning from a
peripheral European country into the influential member of the European Union,
whose voice is taken into consideration in Brussels and other European capitals.
Ukraine, at the same time, is still searching for its place in an integrated Europe.

In this area the Spanish side has a vast experience to share — successful
implementation of institutional and economic reforms, upgrading internal
infrastructure according to the EU criteria, adaptation of national agricultural
sector to the EU common agricultural policy, etc.

The European Union and the EU development model have been and remain
the choice of the Ukrainian people and a guideline for social transformations
of Ukraine as a European state, which has clearly declared its European choice.

In recent years the issue of European integration has been the key point during
Ukraine’s talks with almost all countries in the European continent, including Spain.
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In particular, this issue was
discussed when the Minister for
Foreign Affairs Miguel Angel
Moratinos visited Ukraine in
2007 and 2009; during the visits
of Foreign Ministers Arseniy
Yatsenyuk and Petro Poroshenko
to Spain in 2007 and 2010;
| and also during the last visit
of Kostyantyn Gryshchenko to
Spain in 2011.

_

I would like to note that not
only political declarations, but
also real international instruments
rule the EU cooperation issues between our countries. I mean the Memorandum
on bringing Ukraine closer to the EU, signed between the two foreign ministries
in 2007.

Due to this document and our goodwill, and in accordance with annual plan of
cooperation, we managed to do a lot. The consultations on European issues with
the participation of the State Secretary for the EU Diego Garrido were held in Kyiv,
in May, where young Ukrainian diplomats were able to get a first-hand experience
on how the European diplomacy works, during the training practice at the Ministry
of Foreign Affairs and Cooperation of Spain, in Madrid.

We all witnessed the recent historical events in the Middle East and North
Africa, where Spain has made a great effort to bring those countries closer to
democracy. However Spain’s interest in the Eastern Europe is still quite low.
Spain supports the EU membership perspective of Turkey and Western
Balkan states, but unfortunately is not ready yet to consider Ukraine’s
European integration.

Today, the European perspective of Ukraine is discussed a lot. Some countries
support Kyiv’s EU aspirations, some don’t. I would like if Spain, which quite recently
has made its own path to the EU, understood better the European aspirations of
Ukraine. We all know that the EU decision on recognition of Ukraine’s European
perspective does not mean the automatic granting of the candidate country status.
In order to reach that stage, Ukraine would still need to go through a lot of years
of hard work, aimed at reforming the country and bringing it closer to the EU
standards.
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At the same time, I would
like to mention the positive
changes in the visa dialogue
that have been reached in recent
years. Several years ago the ||
Ukrainians in Spain were often |
considered to be the potential
illegal migrants. Today, my |,
compatriots have proved they |
are well integrated and work
successfully in various sectors |,
of economy in Spain.

The proofs, in this regard,
can be the Royal Decree
(191/2011 dated 19.08.2011) “On the abolition (cancellation) of the position of
the labor and immigration counselor of the Embassy of Spain in Ukraine”
(created in 2007 to contribute to the control of large migration flows), the
conclusion of numerous contracts between Ukrainian and Spanish businessmen and
the cooperation in the field of international adoption. Hereby, for the first time
the Government of Spain recognized in a legislative act that Ukraine does not
represent any migration risk for Spain, and the migration flows between our
countries have been regulated and kept under control.

The increase in number of tourists from Ukraine, coming to Spain on vacation,
also signals positive changes in the visa and migration spheres.

Our countries could also cooperate efficiently in the field of equipping the
state border, organizing the checking points, passport and visa issues in order
to contribute to implementation of the EU Action Plan on Visa Liberalization.
As you probably know, on 20 September 2011, the Joint EU Committee of the
General Cortes of Spain adopted the Resolution on the development of
Ukraine-EU relations. The parliamentarians asked the Spanish Government
to contribute to Ukraine’s approximation to the EU institutions, by taking into
consideration Kyiv’s progress in following the European values. I think Spain’s
attention paid to the Ukrainian question is a good sign, which makes us optimistic
about the future.

Next year Ukraine and Spain will celebrate the 20" anniversary of establishing
diplomatic relations. I am confident this momentous event would provide a
significant impetus to further development of bilateral relations between the two
great European countries — Ukraine and Spain. ]
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DEVELOPING INTER-PARLIAMENTARY
COOPERATION

Presence at this meeting is a big honour and an excellent opportunity to get to
know more about each other and to start building better relations between Spain
and Ukraine together. I think, we should continue doing this every year, because
such meetings could develop into a kind of Spanish-Ukrainian forum. And, in
this sense, I think, the Razumkov Center and INCIPE are the organizations that
could achieve an agreement on how to organize the Spanish-Ukrainian forum,
which could incorporate not only the people who are present here, but also experts
from other different sectors.

In my opinion, the only way to organize such type of a forum is to
incorporate representatives from universities, independent writers, journalists,
artists. All that will help to achieve a convergence of both societies. In this
sense, | think, the Spanish-Ukrainian forum that might be created in future would
be an important initiative jointly created by the Razumkov Centre and INCIPE.

Now, about the bilateral relations. They are very good, as they have never
been before. And one of the key factors in this these very good bilateral relations
between Ukraine and Spain is that two ambassadors — the Spanish Ambassador
to Ukraine, Mr. Moyano and the Ukrainian Ambassador in Spain, Mr. Scherba —
have not only done a really good job, but they have been emotionally attached to
what they were doing. This emotional attachment is the reason these bilateral
relations are so good right now.
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But there are other reasons too. First of all, something nobody has written
about before — there are many similarities between Ukraine and Spain. The first very
obvious similarity is that both countries have similar population. The number of
population is approximately the same. The same applies to the size of our countries.
Well, Ukraine is slightly bigger, but the sizes are comparable. That is obvious.

However, there is another similarity I would like to stress — both countries, are
the threshold countries between the spaces of civilization. We all remember the
book by Samuel Huntington, where he considered that the world is divided into
the spheres of civilization. For example, he mentioned Russia was the one. As we
know, he was not very original, because he was copying Toynbee and Spengler.

Nevertheless, in his book about the clash of civilizations he missed the point
that there are also countries located between these spheres of civilizations — at the
space, where these civilizations overlap.

And Spain is a typical case between South America and Europe and also
Ukraine is an overlap between the big Russia and Europe. Moreover, I would say,
both are the European countries and both are part of Europe, and that is the reason,
I think, Ukraine should become a member of the EU. I am totally convinced about
that. I think, the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU is already
good, but the EU integration would have been much better, although difficult, as
we all know.

So the similarity between Spain and Ukraine is that both countries are
threshold countries between two big spaces of civilizations. I think that is
something that is missed in many analyses.

There are a lot of other similarities. We both have historical similarities.
And both have a tradition of immigration. I mean, there are a lot of people who
immigrate in Ukraine, but what about Spain? Well, 20 years ago Spain had more
than two million Spanish people living abroad. So, that is another similar point.

There are also other similarities, both positive and negative. And the negative
similarity we have been sharing in recent years that there is some kind of
a political polarization, a deterioration of the common political being in both
countries. I mean the level of bad style politics has increased. Unfortunately, that
is also a similarity. And I would even say that weak institutional frameworks
are another negative trend, shared by both countries. There are people, who
might be surprised that I say this about Spain. But that is the case. If we consider
the current Parliament, I would say, it is one of the weakest Parliaments in Europe.
So when it comes to giving lessons to other countries, I am very careful, and
I try not to give lessons to any country in the world.

In tourism, I think, the situation is very good. However the situation could
be improved, if the EU decides to do something to avoid visas with Ukraine.
In my opinion, it was a very intelligent decision that Ukraine took to cancel visas
for the EU citizens travelling to Ukraine. It has improved the tourism in Ukraine.
(If you compare it to Russia, percentage-wise, there are more people going
to Ukraine than to Russia). Such a development is also going to improve the
psychological perception in both countries. So, in tourism, a lot of progress
has been made.

The progress is also being made in bilateral relations between businesses,
which could be further improved, if the Spanish companies start to perceive Ukraine
as a state with juridical security. Unfortunately, that is not the case at the moment.

And with good reason, I know many Spanish companies and businessmen, who
tried doing business in Ukraine and failed, because they found themselves in a
jungle. If there is no better investment climate, I think, the Spanish companies
are going to be very reluctant to invest in Ukraine and that is going to damage
the bilateral relations. We should be aware of that.

One more thing, I would like to stress, that is not very well-know are the
Parliamentary relations. What happened between Ukraine and Spain was a
kind of novation created. We have created a new concept in Ukraine on political
cooperation at a level of the Parliament. Possibly, it is not that interesting for
you to know what has been happening in the Parliaments, but theoretically the
Parliament is one of the biggest institutions in the country. And the bilateral
inter-Parliamentary relations between countries are normally built on the so-called
friendship groups. These friendship groups are created in the Parliament. Its
members are elected by the parties, often by choosing a friend, who might be a
specialist in watches or in agriculture, but does not know anything about the
country. So this does not work. That is the first point. And the second point is that
they don’t have the money.

Therefore, what we did for Ukraine was to create a new concept, which is
based not on a friendship group, but on a working group. After the creation of a
working group in Ukraine, there was a very organized meeting with the Ukrainian
authorities, and we worked on common issues in the energy sector and also on
difficult issues, such as the Tymoshenko issue, and relations with the EU.

And the last point. The next week, a resolution on Ukraine is going to be
balloted in the European Parliament. If this resolution is too harsh, its going to
be bad for all of us. Nevertheless, I believe, Ukraine should become a member of
the EU and, I think, the Association agreement is a good agreement. [ ]
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WORKING TOGETHER TO INCREASE
WELL-BEING AND PROSPERITY OF EUROPE

Some experts today have outlined the similarities between our countries and
I would like to continue on a little bit. The Razumkov Centre has provided us
with materials, which reveal an impressive sociological data. The two key things
that Spain is associated with, in the eyes of Ukrainians, are football and tourism.
This is interesting. However, the similarities are much deeper and broader
than that.

In Ukraine, the people would have this discussion about what civilization we
belong to — whether it is the European or the Eurasian civilization. When I come
to Spain, I understand that probably we belong to the Mediterranean civilization,
which means that the process is as important as the result.

When we look at the portfolio of our bilateral relations, we totally understand
that we enjoy the process, enjoy the communication, but sometimes we are low
on pragmatic and practical results. And, as a newcomer to this wonderful forum,
I would probably limit myself to mention three developments, which happened
over the last year.

Firstly, the developments on the Association Agreement, including deep
and comprehensive free trade area. One year ago, we were still very optimistic
about completing the negotiations. This year, all of us are concerned and are
brainstorming on how to rescue the Agreement, how to save it. If we think about
it, all the problems associated with the Association Agreement lie inside of
Ukraine.
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Obviously, the key problem
is a major meltdown of
democracy that we have been
observing in Ukraine. Not
going into the details, we can
just mention all the political
repressions, censorship, ban on
street protests — something we
have not seen in Ukraine for
many years. | think all of that,
together with the Tymoshenko
case as well as other instances
of political repressions, are the
key problems for signing the
Association Agreement.

Today, I represent the political party of Yulia Tymoshenko and, using this
opportunity, I would like to thank our Spanish friends for staying committed to
democracy in Ukraine and for their moral and political support, which is crucial
under these circumstances.

Nevertheless, 1 would hate to see that all these problems might be used
to stop negotiations between Ukraine and the EU. And, if you read the
Ukrainian newspapers, you would see the headlines, for example — punish
Yanukovych, not the Ukrainians.

I am not a diplomat, therefore I will continue with this very direct language,
when I talk to our European friends. I think it is very important to punish
those people, who really undermine Ukraine’s European path, but not the
Ukrainian people.

We should brainstorm on how we can use all the possible tools to influence
Ukraine after the ratification of the Association Agreement, and not instead of
ratifying the Agreement.

Secondly, there are two other very practical developments, which happened in
2011. There is a new sphere of Ukrainian interest in Spain related to the alternative
sources of energy and the Spanish experience in building LNG terminals. Most
of us know that, in September, Socoin was chosen to produce the technical
documentation for the future construction of LNG terminal in Ukraine. This is
a very good sign that such a strong player has won the tender. I think there are
good chances that the Spanish partners would be able to contribute to this issue in
the future.
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The second practical economic issue we share is the upcoming land reform in
Ukraine. You know that the Ukrainian government has declared the creation of a
free agricultural land market in the nearest future. Taking into consideration that
some Ukrainian agricultural products, like sunflower oil or grain have already found
its way to the Spanish markets, I consider this is a good investment opportunity
for our Spanish partners. However, corruption is the key risk here. There is a
huge concern that the Ukrainian authorities might use their tools to keep the
competitive foreign investors out of this whole process.

So I think it is crucial for both the Ukrainians and the Europeans to make sure
that the process of land reform, which is probably the biggest economic issue
in Ukraine for the next several years, will be transparent and all the competitive
investors might come to Ukraine to take part in this process. (I really hope that
some very unpleasant and unfortunate examples, like the Uralita case, will never
happen again). All of our foreign investors should feel safe in Ukraine. There is
a great desire inside of Ukraine, both in the government and opposition, to make
sure that all the investors can work safely in the country.

Summing up, [ would like to say, that all of that would be easier to achieve,
if we go ahead with our European integration initiatives and the Association
Agreement, in particular.

When you travel from Krakow to Ukraine or from Budapest to Uzhgodor,
there is nothing, which can justify this divide in Europe. I think one cannot justify
why the young Poles, or the Hungarians can benefit from all these wonderful
opportunities, which exist from Warsaw to Lisbon, and the Ukrainians cannot.

Representing the European nation, I would like to say, that in order to solve
the problems we have in Ukraine, we should go ahead with major European
negotiations and, I think, our two countries with 46 million populations can really
contribute a lot to increasing well-being and prosperity in Europe together.

I think what most of the Ukrainians would like to hear from our Spanish
friends is a very clear message on their future inside of the European Union. Once
again, I would like to go back to the data provided by the Razumkov Centre.
When the Ukrainian experts were asked about Spain’s attitude towards Ukraine’s
EU-integration, 10% of respondents said the attitude is positive, 13% — negative.
At the same time, 77% of experts thought the Spanish attitude was either neutral or
they were not able to identify Spain’s position on Ukraine’s integration in the EU.
I think, the Ukrainians would like to see a much more clear position on the Spanish
side. |
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PROTECTING FUNDAMENTAL HUMAN
RIGHTS AND FREEDOMS

First of all, I remember the first person, who explained to me the need Europe has
in Ukraine was Lord William Wallace, the former President of Chatham House. He
explained that Ukraine is deeply European and an essential partner for the EU. He said
that, at the moment of independence the Ukrainian Parliament adopted a resolution
concerning the foreign policy priority of Ukraine, which is the membership in the
EU. This resolution of 1993 seems to be very interesting.

I am very happy to learn that today we have provisionally finished the
negotiations on a Deep and Comprehensive Trade Area. I am happy, because in the
sphere of economic cooperation the things are running well. Although I had some
fears.

In the last years our bilateral trade has become particularly important.
Export from Ukraine to Europe is approximately estimated at €11.5 billion, and
export volumes from the EU member states to Ukraine are estimated at €17 billion. And
the numbers are increasing. The best explanation is foreign direct investment. There
are now around €20 billion of European investment in Ukraine. And, in the last
five years, it has been increasing by more or less 10 percent. So Ukraine is a solid
economic partner. And, I think, the end of negotiations on the deep and comprehensive
free trade area is the best demonstration.

Concerning the negotiations I take the official position of the European
Commission, which was presented in the working paper published in May 2011.
I think we are in a process of tensed economic reforms. I think you have
undertaken impressive actions in renewing contract with IMF. In relation to your
comprehensive economic programme, you have achieved significant solutions to
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fiscal consolidation. You have an excellent public procurement law and, may be,
that is not a thing to be said, but the European Commission is quite happy with
Ukraine’s gas sector reforms.

Of course, there are all kinds of obstacles, but you really need to improve
the situation, to fill the gaps in legal security environment. Our businessmen
say that they continue to have difficulties, for example, to understand the different
tax levels (VAT in particular) or to understand the implementation of customs
code. But we are negotiating to solve that, and I am confident we will find a solution.

After these good news, let me open kind of a window to real political
problems. You said you need to conclude the Association Agreement, which
provides the same benchmark, the same standard given to any other candidate
country. And you are right. A good Association Agreement, a well-developed
Neighbourhood Policy provides with important future perspectives. You know that
the Article Eight of the Lisbon Treaty and the Neighbourhood Policy are trying
“to fix”” the European border by making it possible to have an intermediate status,
while the doors to EU remain open.

Therefore, you need to implement an Agreement with high standards. And
in this regard, I must confess, at a technical level we continue to have concerns.
The High Representative, Catherine Ashton, in the European Parliament on
12 October 2011 said that: “2011 was to had been a year of unparalleled
opportunity and development in EU-Ukraine relations”.

We feel that in 2011 we have lost the speed of cooperation at the political level.
And that is relevant, because the charm of the Neighbourhood Policy is not to
merely sign an Association Agreement, but to establish a Pan-European space
with shared values. Therefore, the political dialogue does not represent a
classic discussion with the Council of Europe, or OSCE. It is more than that.
It represents the capacity to establish a mutual trust system, a circulation of
persons, a circulation of people, a space with shared values and unified judicial
mechanisms to solve trans-border conflicts.

And in my opinion, in these areas we continue to have problems. According
to the European Commission, in 2011 Ukraine (I quote) has experienced
deterioration of respect for fundamental freedoms (freedom of the media, freedom
of assembly and general democratic standards). We are happy that you have
understood the international message and the critique, concerning the elections of
2010 and are correcting your electoral code in order to solve that. But that should
not be done for glory. It is very important to successfully finish these negotiations
in the best way for both parties.

Why is it so important? Because you need to demonstrate, to show in practice,
that we share these values. How to demonstrate that?
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In addition to visa liberalization, which is a technical issue, there is also a
question of mutual trust. We have to be sure, whether the administrations are
delivering visas professionally. And there is a real window of opportunity here. For
me, visa liberalization is not only to be sure that you pay 25 Euro and receive visa in
48 hours etc. Visa liberalization is more than that in political terms. It is an entry
into a space of students, seasonal and highly skilled workers.

In my opinion, that is the real visa liberalization. And, I think, you have the
right to benefit from this space. Moreover, these interpersonal links would help to
strengthen the links between Ukraine the EU even more.

One last word concerning the four pillars — the question of justice and
fundamental rights. Ukraine is willing to become a central partner for the EU.
I remember, that was said (correct me, if I’'m wrong) at the Paris Summit in
2008. However, if you want to be a central partner, the question of justice and
fundamental rights is very important. You have been seriously criticized by the
European Court of Human Rights because your average implementation level of
the decisions issued by the European Court of Human Rights is really low.

As a matter of fact, you know, the EU is now joining the European Convention
on Human Rights. We will be a part of the system probably by the end of 2012.
It is a matter of ratification, including the ratification by Ukraine as a member of
the Council of Europe. For us, the decisions taken at the European Court
in Strasbourg is a primary law. Therefore, there is an excellent opportunity for us
to show how to really find solutions to these central questions.

Also you know we have serious concerns not only in relation to corruption,
but more with respect for the rule of law, including criminal investigations
and prosecutions. For example, the law, which weakens the power the Supreme
Court has been highly criticized by the European side. But I know, in December
2010 you removed the Head of Internal Security Services from membership in the
High Council of Justice. For us, that is a good step.

Do not forget that since 1991, only on financial assistance the EU has spent
more than €2.5 billion. That is the proof that we want to ensure Ukraine’s path
into the European space. You know, that only in the period 2007-2010 we have
spent more than €400 million on financial assistance and we, again, are going
to spend another €400 million in 2013. So, the real will to help is there.

Today, you have finished negotiations on the free trade area, and your
foreign policy priority — to enter the EU — is the best way to ensure that. The
EU’s idea is to help you, but you have to help us help Ukraine. [ ]

It was expected that 2012 would be the year of European Ukraine, because
Ukraine together with Poland will be co-hosting European championship. It was
also expected that the Association Agreement would be signed by the end of this
year and the ratification process would start in 2012. Now, it seems that all these
developments are under threat. And, basically, some said that the whole process of
Ukraine’s European integration is under threat. I am asking, how come this could
happen when both sides, the European Union and the Ukrainian government, have
put so much effort and time in the negotiation process and so many preliminary
steps have been made? How come that the very moment the Agreement has to
be signed such a conflict happens in Ukraine and in the EU-Ukraine relations?
Basically we are talking, may be, about the largest conflict in bilateral relations
since the Orange revolution in 2004.

I will try to answer the question: why the Association Agreement has become a
stumbling block between the EU and Ukraine. First of all, the spirit and the shape
of the Association Agreement was meant to be similar to the EU’s agreements with
those countries that joined the EU in 2004 and 2007, as well as to those agreements,
signed with the Balkan countries, which also had a membership perspective.

Although the Association Agreement with Ukraine is without an explicit
membership perspective, the EU’s fundamental values and democratic principles
are the basis of this agreement. Moreover, some chapters of the Agreement directly
refer to things like electoral democracy, the rule of law, fundamental freedoms
and human rights. This agreement also should contain an article on civil society
and to be the first European agreement signed with European third countries to
contain such an article.

Even before the start of negotiations, the EU attached democratic conditionality
to the process. Back in 2000, the first debate was on the new agreement to substitute
the Partnership and Cooperation agreement. It was expected that Ukraine would
start negotiating on the new agreement with the EU after it held fair and free
elections in 2006. When the negotiations started, it seemed that Ukraine was
developing into a fully fledged democracy. The parliamentary elections were not only
free and fair, but also the opposition party, the Party of Regions, won the elections
and formed the Government. And Victor Yanukovych, who is now the President of
Ukraine, was the Prime Minister.

The system worked for the sake of democracy, since it was a system of
checks and balances and there was no single party, single power in Ukraine to
control the political system. And then, Ukraine wanted to be a member of the EU
and voted for a very ambitious agreement called the Association Agreement, which
would include a political association with a reference to Ukraine’s membership
perspective. Initially, inside the EU there was some resistance to call this agreement the
Association, but in the end the decision was made to name it like that. And now we can
see that, basically, the EU continues to apply this democratic conditionality towards
Ukraine.

At the time the negotiations are to be closed, the EU says that unless they see
a fair and transparent trial over the Tymoshenko’s case and other members of
the Parliament, this agreement is under threat. Basically, the EU is acting as a
normative actor, which puts democratic principles ahead of other considerations.

It is important the EU treats Ukraine as a country that is seeking the EU
membership perspective, while applying the Copenhagen criteria towards
Ukraine. This approach diverges from the approach taken by the current Ukrainian
authorities. They seem to regard the Association Agreement mainly as a tool
for free trade, economic integration and for attracting investments to Ukraine.
There is an impression that for the Ukrainian government this agreement is
rather about doing business with Europe than about converging with European
democratic standards.

And these differences and imperceptions about what the common values are,
and how the both side apply them, threaten the conclusion of the Association
Agreement. Even if the Agreement is signed as it has been planned, still, this
misperception of values will be the major obstacle to its full implementation.

Just one comment, as to how this conflict is presented in Ukraine and Europe.
In Ukraine, the ruling party said that it is about one person, which stands as an
obstacle to conclusion of the Association Agreement, namely Mrs. Tymoshenko.
She is now in prison and the EU blackmails Ukraine. So, it is about preserving
Ukraine’s independence.

Obviously, that is not true. After the current party came to power in 2010
we saw a gradual regression of democracy, political competition and respect
for political freedoms. During this conference, there was a mentioning of local
elections in Ukraine last year. I could also provide with another example, when the
political system of Ukraine was changed from the parliamentary republic to the
presidential republic by a single decision of the Constitutional Court without any
discussion inside the country.

Basically, Ukraine-EU crisis has not started from Tymoshenko imprisonment.
There was a series of previous developments, where the EU did not take a very
strong position, although there were a number of statements made by the EU
officials. What does this situation mean for Ukraine? I would like to present you
with two possible scenarios.

The pessimistic scenario. It’s about the possible end of Ukraine’s EU integration
process. After the crisis started some of the Ukrainian high level officials warned
that Ukraine may go “East” in the direction of the Customs Union with Russia, if
the agreement will not be signed in future. So far it seems to be mainly a trick to
push the EU to sign the Agreement. Geopolitically, Ukraine is not interested in
leaning too much towards Russia, because it will require loosing its independent
bargaining position in relations with a stronger neighbour.

There is also domestic opposition to this move. According to the recent
sociological poll, made by the Razumkov Centre, there are more Ukrainians who
support Ukraine’s membership in the EU than in the Customs Union with Russia,
Belarus and Kazakhstan (44% against 31%). When it comes to big Ukrainian
businesses (and they are, basically, an engine behind the negotiations on a free trade
area), they are interested in expanding to EU markets, since the Russian policies even
within the Customs Union are highly protectionist. Moreover, Ukraine’s eventual
participation in the Customs Union will require revising the conditions of WTO
membership, which may damage trade with other countries. Nevertheless, the risk
of rapprochement with Russia remains because the current government is
loosing its popularity and, if it happens, will be looking for external sources of
legitimacy. Russia can provide this source, given that political systems of Ukraine
and Russia are converging again.

Since May 2010 (interestingly enough, it coincided with signing of the
Kharkiv Agreements) Victor Yanukovych’s personal popularity has been gradually
decreasing. When in 2010 almost 40% of respondents declared their full support
for Yanukovych, this number dropped to 10% in October 2011. The share of those,
who do not support the President, doubled from 26% to 54%. The same happened
to popularity of the Party of Regions. It dropped from 40% in April 2010 to 16%
in May 2011.

There is another threat that is being discussed now. It is not only the Association
Agreement that may suffer, but also other processes of Ukraine’s EU integration.
For example, the political dialogue at a higher level may be reduced; the EU aid
to the Ukrainian government may be diminished or suspended. I am not an expert
on visa liberalization, but I will refer to our Ukrainian colleague Aleksandr Sushko
that even the visa liberalization process is under threat. According to the Ukrainian
visa liberalization action plan, the visa regime is conditional upon a number of
steps, including human rights and fundamental freedoms linked to the movement of
persons, judicial cooperation in criminal matters and law enforcement cooperation,
which requires independence of judiciary and law-enforcement agencies in Ukraine.

Equally, the EU assistance and participation in modernization of Ukrainian gas
transit system may be revisited and it will have a negative impact on Ukraine’s
integration into the European energy market. To sum up, according to this scenario,
if the Agreement is not signed, the very process of Ukraine’s EU integration
may stop.

The optimistic scenario. Even if the Association Agreement is signed this
year, or somewhat latter, the problem is that the situation with democracy in
Ukraine will continue to be a highly conflictual issue in the EU-Ukraine relations.
First of all, the Association Agreement focuses on fundamental freedoms and human
rights, which is a political element and its conditionality is mostly about economic
integration. For example, the opening of the EU market to Ukrainian producers
will depend on Ukraine’s government implementation of regulatory and legislative
approximation. It means that in the long-term the EU will have more leverage on
Ukraine in increasing trade links and people-to-people contacts. Today, however,
the democracy in Ukraine is under threat.

Moreover, the Agreement, as we envisaged, heavily relies on the top-down
approach to democratization. Taking into account that Ukraine does not have an
accession perspective (the conditions in Ukraine are very different from those in
Central European countries i.e. Poland and Czech Republic in the 90s), it will not
be enough to promote democratization of Ukraine. The “bottom-up” approach is
needed.

Summing up, I would consider the optimistic scenario as a realistic one because,
I believe, both Ukraine and the EU are interested in the Agreement. Now, there
are discussions in Ukraine that the Association Agreement should be, at least,
technically concluded. Basically, the message is that people should not suffer
from what is going on in the Government. I think we should focus on a long-term
approach, which will promote the democratization of Ukraine, since it does not
solely depend on the Association Agreement. The process is much more complicated.
Certainly, more support to the broadest layers of society is needed i.e. the support
to the middle-classes, small and medium enterprises and so on. [
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THE PROCESS AND PROSPECTS
OF EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

I would like to thank for the kind invitation to participate in this important
bilateral forum that has already gained its own dynamics.

In my remarks, I intend to touch upon three things. First, I will provide a concise
assessment of the negotiations process with respect to the Association Agreement,
including the deep and comprehensive free trade area or, in diplomatic language,
DCFTA. Second, 1 will briefly evaluate Ukraine’s progress on the realization
of the National Plan on Implementation of EU-Ukraine Action Plan on visa
liberalization. And third, I will dwell upon what Spain can possibly do to facilitate
Ukraine’s European integration and why it is in Madrid’s national interest to do so.

We have arrived at a crucial stage in relations between Ukraine and the
European Union. There are two major goals to be achieved. First, finalizing
negotiations on the Association Agreement, signing and then ratifying it.
And, second, switching to the implementation phase of the Visa Liberalization
Action Plan.

Association Agreement. We welcome the progress reached in negotiations
on the Association Agreement over the last rounds. We have a very ambitious
agenda before us, be it in terms of internal reforms or greater convergence between
Ukraine and the EU. Actually, Ukraine and the European Union have never been
closer in terms of the final deal on the Association. This document will not only
cement our bilateral relations. It will define Ukraine’s future, which undoubtedly
lies in the EU: its standards and norms, its principles and democratic foundations.
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The Ukrainian leadership is strongly committed to finalizing the negotiation process
as soon as possible. Yet, it is obvious that the last step is often the most difficult one.
With negotiations of this kind, the most sensitive and important issues are left for
the very last moment. There are still a few outstanding questions to be resolved at
the political level. The most crucial issue is Ukraine’s European perspective.

It would be a logical and an adequate EU response to Ukraine, which takes on
commitments to approximate a huge dossier of the EU legislation. Under the future
Association Agreement we will commit ourselves to the obligations proportionate
to those of the EU candidate countries without, however, receiving the appropriate
financial support. Nevertheless, Ukraine is ready for this sacrifice. The European
perspective for Ukraine is not only a matter of principle. It is also a matter of
necessary practical mechanisms needed for successful transition towards European
standards. It would also be a powerful message justifying Ukraine’s efforts to
implement difficult and painful reforms. We are ready to look for compromises
with regard to possible formulations.

I agree with my colleague, who represents the NGO sector, Natalya Shapovalova,
emphasizing that “the accession carrot continues to be a strong motivation for
the partner countries to take up new commitments in many areas of integration ...
The enlargement incentive remains the main foundation of the EU’s soft power
in the Eastern neighbourhood”.

Generally, we do not consider the Association Agreement as a gift to Ukraine,
but rather as a comprehensive roadmap of the European Union towards Ukraine
with more democracy, more respect for human rights and the rule of law.
This Agreement is as beneficial to Ukraine as it is to the EU, including the
European businesses. Some even consider it to be of greater benefit for the EU as
compared to what Ukraine and Ukrainian businesses will receive in the short run. We
very much look forward to the next and hopefully the last 20" round of negotiations
that will take place in the next days in Kyiv.

Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA). We consider it as
a central instrument of our integration towards the EU as well as one of the key
factors to achieve sustainable economic growth of Ukraine. We fully share a
constructive and balanced spirit at the negotiations on the DCFTA, which helped
us to achieve a substantial progress. The Ukrainian side welcomes the results of
the last round of DCFTA negotiations held a month ago. It is very likely that our
delegations will be able to clear the last unsettled issues within the next weeks.

Among the issues that still need to be resolved at an expert level is the abolition
by Ukraine of export duties on some categories of goods. The Ukrainian side is
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considering to eliminate export duties on such sensitive goods as sunflower seeds,
metal scrap or leather materials after a ten year period. Simultaneously, it is
proposed to introduce a special protection mechanism (the so-called trigger)
envisaging surcharges in cases when the agreed export volumes are exceeded.

Another outstanding issue is the abolition of import duties on certain goods, first
and foremost cars. It is proposed that it should be conducted gradually according to a
scheme 10+3+2. Thus, it is considered that there might be a 10 year transition period
during which import duties will be lowered to a 3 year trigger mechanism, depending
on the volumes of imported cars. In two subsequent years this mechanism might
function according to the injury base principles with respect to Ukrainian car makers.

And there are also some trade related issues in the energy sphere that still
need to be agreed upon at an expert level. We are confident that with a common
will all these unresolved issues will be successfully settled and pave the way
for finalizing the Agreement.

Visa Liberalization. We are grateful to our Spanish partners for facilitating
(during the EU presidency of Spain in the first part of 2010) the elaboration of
the Action Plan on Visa Liberalisation for the Ukrainian citizens. This Action
Plan was adopted at the Ukraine-EU Summit in Brussels. In order to proceed
with implementation of this important document, in April 2011, the President of
Ukraine approved a respective National Plan.

Its fullest realization is a top priority for the Ukrainian Government. In the
meantime, Ukraine has successfully implemented a vast majority of criteria,
envisaged by the first legislative phase of the Action Plan. These efforts were not
left unnoticed by the European Commission and were positively assessed last month
in the First Progress Report on the Implementation by Ukraine of the Action Plan.

Our achievements are: Ukraine’s accession to 4 major international
conventions (i.e. against human trafficking) and the adoption of 12 important
laws (i.e. on the protection of personal data or on combatting of corruption).
We have established a State Migration Service. For the completion of this
phase we just need to approve a couple of additional documents, like the
National Anticorruption Strategy, the Strategy on Combating Discrimination, the
Action Plan on Biometrics as well as to sign agreements with EUROPOL and
EUROJUST. Our aim is to complete the first phase of the Action Plan by the end
of 2011 which seems quite realistic. We hope that the results of this work will allow
us to swiftly move to the second implementation phase of the Action Plan that
would create objective preconditions for introducing a visa-free regime for
Ukrainians.
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Even though our paramount attention is devoted to the Action Plan, Ukraine also
concentrates efforts to ensure proper implementation of the existing Ukraine-EU
Visa Facilitation Agreement. We welcome positive trends with respect to Spain.
The number of refusals reduced to 3% last year. Nevertheless, there are still certain
deviations from the provisions of the Visa Facilitation Agreement that also concern
our Spanish partners.

First, embassies of the EU member-states require additional documents
supporting the purpose of travel for some categories of applicants, covered by the
Agreement, which is not in line with the provisions of the Article 4 of the VFA.
The necessity to collect significant number of additional documents, including
their officially authenticated translations, leads to the situation that the real costs of
visa significantly exceeds 35 Euro.

Second, according to Article 9 of the EU Visa Code an appointment shall, as a
rule, take place within a period of two weeks from the date when the appointment
was requested. However, delays of up to 1,5 months in obtaining an appointment
for lodging of an application directly at the embassy have been noted.

Third, the number of multiple-entry visas issued to Ukrainian citizens
(from 1 to 5 years) is inadequately low, even for travelers with positive travel
history. This results in hidden inflation of visa costs for Ukrainian citizens who
are forced to pay visa fees several times while receiving multiple-entry visas with
limited terms of validity (from 6 months to 1 year).

Eastern Partnership. Ukraine welcomes the results of the Warsaw Summit,
even though we have expected that it would give a more ambitious political signal
to Ukraine and other partners with European aspirations. Unfortunately, it was not
possible to agree upon a compromise formula regarding the European perspective.

Ukraine welcomes the fact that the Warsaw Summit has recognized visa
liberalization as one of the most important aspects of the Eastern Partnership. We
believe that all the steps in the context of facilitation and liberalization of visa
regime between the EU and individual Partners should be based purely on the
basis of an unbiased evaluation of Partner’s progress in ensuring conditions for
well-secured mobility.

The Eastern Partnership remains complementary to the existing bilateral
contractual relations between Ukraine and the EU. Ukraine is looking forward
to engage intensively in drafting a Roadmap on further Eastern Partnership
implementation. The next Multiannual Financial Framework of the EU for 2014-2020
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shall provide an adequate support to the Eastern Partnership. We fully realize that
both eastern and southern dimensions are of great importance for the EU. But
we also have to keep in mind that the aspirations of eastern and southern EU
neighbours are quite different.

Bilateral cooperation. Last but not least, I would like to touch upon the
question why Ukraine, as a part of the enlarged EU, will be important for
Spain, and what we should do bilaterally to move Ukraine’s European prospects
forward.

The Ukrainian side appreciates the readiness of our Spanish partners to
provide practical assistance in the process of getting closer to the EU. We have
positive experience of implementing a bilateral Memorandum of cooperation on
Ukraine’s rapprochement towards the EU signed in 2007. We are satisfied that
this year we could reestablish the practice of internships for young Ukrainian
diplomats at the Spanish Foreign Ministry.

However, an essential precondition for moving Ukraine into the focus of
the Spanish foreign policy lies in strengthening of economic ties. Spain remains
one of the largest economies in the world, which is export-oriented and belongs
to Top-10 biggest foreign investors, according to UNCTAD. At the same
time, the amount of Spanish investments in Ukraine’s economy is marginal
(around 60 mln. USD).

That is why the Ukrainian government has been taking measures to improve
conditions of doing business, reduce the number of controlling bodies and the number
of economic activities, which are subject to licensing. But we have to do much more
to make Ukraine more attractive
for Spanish enterprises. One |
of the most promising fields
of interaction is energy. We
welcome the fact that it was the
Socoin Company from Spain
that has recently won a tender
for an LNG terminal feasibility
study in Ukraine. It is quite |
logical, since it is Spain that has [eEE=.,
unique expertise in this field.

Miguel de Cervantes once
said: “Never stand begging for
that which you have power to
earn”. Summing up, [ would like to
assert that Ukraine has both the will and the power to earn the EU membership. And [
hope that our Spanish friends and partners will help us in this truly historic endeavour. ®

BUILDING SINGLE SECURITY SPACE

It is a pleasure to participate in the third round of the Spanish-Ukrainian
strategic dialogue. This is the second time I take part in this event. In June 2010,
I had a great experience to attend the debates between the Ukrainian participants,
exchanging opposite views on the developments that were going on at that time.

Of course, you remember, in February 2010, the Presidential elections in
Ukraine, when Victor Yanukovych won the elections against Tymoshenko. In March
his first foreign visit was not to Moscow, but to Brussels, where he met
the EU leaders, but not the Secretary General of NATO — also an important point.

Then, in April, we had the Kharkiv Agreements between Russia and Ukraine,
extending the presence of the Black Sea Fleet till 2042 in exchange on 30% discount
on Russian gas. Therefore, that time was right to discuss these issues. The name
of the last year panel was Ukraine-Russia-NATO/EU triangle relations. And well,
what I did back then was to study the relations between NATO and the EU.

Sometimes we talk about the West as a single bloc, but NATO and the EU
are different organizations and different countries, which have complex
strategic relations among themselves. And the situation has not changed in the
last years.

And then I studied the relations the West, as a bloc, has with Russia, which, of
course, have a great influence on Ukraine. And then I studied different options on
how to integrate Ukraine in the Euro-Atlantic security architecture. We were talking
about the neutrality status, NATO membership, CSTO membership and so on.
I said it then, and I would still say the same thing — NATO membership was a
political gamble of the Orange Revolution leaders. But it proved to be impossible
both due to the position of some key NATO members i.e. Germany and France,
which at the Bucharest Summit refused to guarantee NATO membership action
plan for Ukraine. But also the membership perspective was very harmful for
Ukraine’s relations with Russia.

According to the Razumkov Centre’s poll, only 20% of the Ukrainian population
would have voted in favor of NATO membership, if there were a referendum. And
about 60% percent would have voted against it. So, this topic that polarizes the
society has been discarded at the moment.

In relation to the membership in the Collective Security Treaty Organization.
The President of Russia Dmitry Medvedev, during his visit to Kyiv, said it was up
to Ukraine to decide whether to take this step or not. But, I think, it would also polarize
the society and would harm the relations between Ukraine and the rest of Europe.

Therefore, the third option would be to declare itself as a non-bloc country,
to give up the accession process to NATO or CSTO, and to continue moving
towards the EU membership. The EU membership (in addition to free trade
and visa liberalization), after the entry into force of the Lisbon treaty, will place
Ukraine under the umbrella of the mutual defence clause. Actually, in July 2010,
entering into force the principles of domestic and foreign policy of Ukraine secured
Ukraine’s non-bloc status and removed the provision of NATO membership from
the Law on Principles on National Security of Ukraine.

Some words on the West-Russia-Ukraine triangle and its evolution,
since July 2010. Well I am almost pessimistic about it. And the evolution of the
common security and defense policy, created by the Lisbon treaty, is very worrying.
The new tools of the common security and defence policy and the creation of
European External Action Service, the role of the High Representative (the
Commission is quite limited and we could blame Catherine Ashton), but I think it is
very difficult to get a single voice, when the main countries in the Union have very
different strategic cultures. We could have observed that during the Libyan crisis,
with Germany on one side, and Britain and France on the other.

Then we also have the French-British agreement on defence and security
cooperation signed in November 2010. This is a very good example of what could
have been done as a reinforced cooperation, but it was agreed outside of the EU
framework. Also, the EU took a low-profile stand on the Libyan crisis. Therefore,
right now, it seems that all the EU members are focused on the economic crisis.
Only a few people are talking about security and defence.

In relation to NATO. As you know, in November 2010 we got a new Strategic
Concept, which in some way represents a deception, especially concerning
relations between NATO and the EU. For NATO, the EU-NATO partnership is
yet another partnership among others, not a special one. Even considering that
21 countries belong to both organizations, there is no clear-cut strategy for
relations with the EU. There are talks about operations and coordination, but not the
strategic dialogue. (Also, due to unresolved problems between Turkey and Cyprus).

There are also talks about creating modest but robust civilian capabilities.
During the elaboration of the new Strategic Concept, the talks were about Berlin
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initiatives that could be the use of civilian capabilities of the EU by NATO.
Finally, NATO decided to duplicate those capabilities. So, the cooperation is not
going in a good way.

Additionally, I consider that there is a clear deception in the US about the role
of Europe in security and defence. At this point, I have to mention the speech by
Robert Gates, the former US Secretary of Defence, in June 2011, in Brussels. He
was really harsh when talking about the Europeans, about compromise within
the Alliance and our own security. And, I think, that was a turning point in the
attitude of the American administration.

Related to relations of Russia with the West, as a bloc, there was a reset,
first in relations with the US, and then with NATO, when during the Lisbon
Summit, the NATO-Russia Summit took place. There are a lot of points to
cooperate on, but the most important is anti-missile defense system. At the moment
no agreement has been reached. I think, it is going to be very difficult to get an
agreement on this topic, because the sides share different opinions on the issue.

Talking about the EU — Russia relations, the sides still do not have a new
partnership and cooperation agreement; they still have the one of 1994, which
entered into force in 1997. And I think that is the key for strategic relations
between the EU and Russia to have the Partnership and Cooperation Agreement
that should incorporate the previous agreement on creating common economic
spaces. It could be also important to include the new Energy Charter Treaty.

In relation to Ukraine. Even considering the rejection by Ukraine of its
NATO membership aspirations during the Presidency of Viktor Yanukovych,
NATO-Ukraine contacts have been very intense during the last year. The National
Programme of 2010 was accomplished by 74%, compared with 68% in 2009. The
format of Ukraine’s relation with the Alliance is the continuation of constructive
partnership on issues of mutual interest. And, it seems, that is a way the
country has taken to discard membership, but to cooperate as much as
possible in the areas of common interest. And, I consider, the same could be
done with CSTO in some cases.

Ukraine’s ambitions, both to integrate with the EU and to become
aregional player are very valuable. But, it has become clear, that is not possible
without having good relations with Russia. Close historical, political and
economic links make the threat of relations between the two countries indispensable.
According to the poll conducted by the Razumkov Centre, the Ukrainians support the
deepening of relations both with Russia and the EU (even considering the difference
between the country’s regions).

There are many things that Ukraine, as a linchpin state in that area, and
the most important state in the Eastern Partnership could do to improve
the overall European security. The proposals were to participate in the debate
about the new security treaty put forward by the President Dmitry Medvedev and
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the Corfu Process. However, the Corfu Process seems to end at the Astana Summit
and, today, nobody is talking about that treaty. Also, in March, we are going to have
a new President in Russia, and I do not know, if the initiative put forward by the
President Medvedev is going somewhere.

Ukraine, geographically, is in a very important position to provide the
strategic support for the joint theater missile defence of US, NATO and Russia.

However, as I have previously said, at the moment there is a lack of agreement
between Russia and NATO, so it is difficult to know how Ukraine could cooperate.
Of course, we had the Treaty on Conventional Armed Forces in Europe, which
was suspended by Russia in 2007 and the adapted treaty of 1999, which never
entered into force. Also, there is a conception of the new Energy Charter for Europe.
These are the key points in relations between Russia, the West and, of course,
Ukraine. The same assumption applies to the role of the key moderator in all frozen
conflicts in the Eastern Europe (especially the Transnistria conflict, in Moldova).

I also consider that Ukraine should resist pressure from Russia related to
the membership in CSTO and the Customs Union. The last month Russia was
actively insisting on these issues. And, if we consider that the EU membership is
Ukraine’s national priority, an integration into the Customs Union would be an
obstacle to concluding the Association Agreement and, of course, to becoming an
EU member in the future.

In other areas, there is more common ground for cooperation. In the energy
sector, as you know, the Russian Prime Minister Vladimir Putin made a proposal for
merging Gasprom and Naftogas of Ukraine (considering that Naftogas represents
6-7% of Gasprom value). There is another proposal for cooperation to better
manage the Ukrainian transit network. It will be a joint venture between
Ukraine, Russia the EU and that could improve energy relations that have been
the primary source of conflict between the parties.

As a conclusion, I would say that one and a half years ago, in Kyiv, the only
way ahead for Ukraine seemed to be the EU integration, not only in economic
terms, but also in terms of security.

Obviously, it is desired to have the united and capable EU with a fully developed
defence and security policy (something that we are very far from getting), bilateral
comprehensive security agreement between the US and the EU and an updated NATO.

In the current strategic environment I have doubts about the present and the
future of NATO. I think NATO could represent only the collective defence part
of a broader bilateral security agreement between the EU and the US and a real
strategic partnership between the EU and Russia.

It would be perfect to have the Helsinki agreement establishing a single
security space from Vancouver to Vladivostok, as a result of the Corfu process,
where Ukraine and other European countries, which are not members of NATO or
other security structures, could get enough security guarantees, and to eventually
become politically integrated in the system, as they become the EU-members. ®
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EUROPEAN SECURITY ARCHITECTURE:
A VIEW FROM SPAIN

I would like to concentrate and to share our perspective on the European
security architecture. I would start with the document the Spanish government
approved in June 2011, which is the Spanish Security Strategy. Why? In that way, we
can set the ground for further discussion of the European Security Strategy, in a sense,
that building up from ideas that our government had put forward in this document,
we could think about our perspectives concerning the European security architecture.

The document was approved in June, and it has not been represented to the
Parliament yet, because it was approved just before the summer break. And, at the
moment, as you know, the Parliament is preparing for the elections.

What are the main points of this document, concerning the security as the
government sees it? First of all, the document says that for Spain it is crucial that the
Euro-Atlantic space has a climate and an environment, which is safe and secure.
And there are several basic concepts, regarding this objective and, in relation with our
national security policy, one of them is responsible interdependence with allies, in order
to build and strengthen multilateral frameworks and instruments to guarantee security.

In order to achieve that, as it is defined by the document, we have to depart
from our national interest towards the common interests of our allies and partners
in the international organizations, which we belong to — the EU, NATO, OSCE,
and the United Nations. And, of course, we have bilateral partners apart from these
organizations, which are very relevant and important partners.

I will start with the EU. The document says the EU is an essential element of
our security. It means Spain has a very clear objective to build its present and
future in the EU as a cornerstone of our foreign policy. Therefore, we have been
supportive of strengthening all of the EU’s dimensions, in particular, the sphere of
common foreign policy and, as a part of it, common security and defence policy.

And in this respect we can refer to another document, which is the European
Security Strategy adopted in 2008. Today, in Europe, there are talks about the need
to update the document, that the revision done in 2008 is now outdated.
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Another essential element of our security is NATO membership. We
consider it essential for security in the Euro-Atlantic region. And we fully support
the new strategic concept in its three main tasks: the collective defence, crisis
management and the cooperative security.

And, of course, a comprehensive approach, especially concerning the crisis
management in all of its manifestation (political, civilian, military instruments)
implies an interaction with international organizations and other bilateral partners.

Finally, the OSCE. The abovementioned documents call for reinforcing and
strengthening the structure and the scheme of OSCE and, in particular, encouraging
the confidence building measures and stimulating disarmament and arms control.

I have already mentioned the need to build and strengthen multilateral
frameworks. Of course, the Spanish Security Strategy does not go in detail on how
to achieve that, which is quite normal because this is a general document. And, of
course, because many aspects are in a process of being developed.

But what important is that this concept consists of both building and
strengthening the multilateral frameworks. This, in my opinion, provides with
an opportunity to create some new mechanisms (if the agreement will be reached)
and, of course, to strengthen them, once we have them established. Therefore, our
security strategy comes from mechanisms, which already exist, but with a definite
will to build on them and even build some new avenues, if possible.

In this document, as I have mentioned, there is a reference to international
organizations to which we belong. The document deals with some partners of
Spain i.e. the US (which is the key NATO member state) and Russia. Russia is
mentioned because Spain takes Russia as a strategic partner both for the EU and
NATO. And, therefore, we consider that in our security structure, the role and
place of Russia is a capital one, not only for Europe, which is very important, but
also for the Euro-Atlantic area as a whole.

Coming from that, I would say, that the document concerning the Spanish
approach to European security architecture is based on strengthening the existing
security mechanisms — the relations with the EU, NATO or the OSCE, with
members of these organisations or members from other organisations. Therefore,
the idea will be to try and push ahead interests that we share and to put aside
problems, since they are the obstacles to building the common ground of interests.

I would like to refer to one point which, in my opinion, is particularly important
to our meeting. It is the fact that we fully support what the NATO concept
establishes regarding Ukraine — the respect for your non-bloc status and a mutually
beneficial cooperation between NATO and Ukraine.

We think this is of key importance for both NATO members and Ukraine and
for the stability and security of Europe. And these relations should be developed in
a balanced way that will benefit NATO, the EU and Ukraine. [ ]
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FINDING WAYS TO INCREASE
NATIONAL SECURITY

I would present my view on some issues that have been discussed today. Before
becoming an Ambassador to the US, I was responsible both for relations with
NATO, the European Union and bilateral relations with Western European states,
so it provides me with some perspective.

I would like to start from the end, especially with presentation given by
Mr. Ruiz, who spoke about the failed effort of Ukraine to join NATO and I will
also share my thoughts on the topic of our discussion, which is the European
security architecture.

I would say that one of the key arguments that was advanced in the internal
discussion in Ukraine in the run up to Bucharest Summit on the part of then
opposition, now the Party in power, that Ukraine would be much better served from
the point of security if, instead of joining NATO, it would actually devote more
time to the idea of European security architecture and to the draft project put
forward by the President Medvedeyv.

The discussion about the European security architecture has been going on
for quite some time. The impetus was given by the President Medvedev and the
Corfu process, which is now terminated. Also, there was the initiative put forward
by Lithuania during its OSCE presidency, called “V to V Dialogue” (meaning from
Vilnius to Vladivostok). And I would say that looking at each of the documents,
starting with Medvedev’s speech, the Corfu documents and the Lithuanian initiative,
all of them matter and deserve attention to varying degree. But at the same time, the
discussion on the new security architecture, instead of producing a viable alternative,
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actually makes more visible the already existing fault lines in the European
security space without producing any durable solutions for those problems in time.

While preparing for this intervention, I read the paper by Robert Legvold, and
I think his assessment of the current state of discussion on the new European
security architecture is very valid, although it was written one year ago. So, he writes:
“Calls for improving Europe’s patch-quilt security arrangements are on the lips of
many, but on the minds of fewer and in the hearts of fewer still”.

And, I think, this is how the things are looking right now. I would say that the
current situation is even more regrettable because, if you look at the early 90s, there
was a feeling that the notion of Europe as free and one (not necessarily institutionally,
but in terms of values and security) was within the reach. And, actually, if you
compare that with today’s situation, especially, the hopes that the newly independent
states would be evolving more or less quickly towards Western democratic values,
those hopes, unfortunately, were proved untrue. That was only the reason. The policy
of the West was not very consistent as well, especially as to integrating those new
states into arrangements that would speed up their development and increase their
security. Frankly speaking, the emergence of Russia as a new reinvigorated player
also was not helpful in this sense for various reasons. As it was officially stated, one
of the proclaimed aims of Russian foreign policy was to create or to recreate
the zones of privileged interests. And I should give a credit to the Russians, since
they were quite implicit and straightforward in stating their position, so there should
be no illusion.

If you look from the scientific point of view, the possibility of creating new
security architecture in Europe actually faces a number of difficulties.

Firstly, we face a number of conceptual difficulties, which means that notions,
which are central to the discussion on the European security architecture, like
common space, shared values actually mean different things to different people.
And these notions are especially different to different states. For example, Russia
thinks in terms hard security issues where political and environmental security is
much more important than the human dimension. So that is a conceptual difficulty.

Secondly, apart from conceptual difficulties there is a considerable persistence
of mistrust in perception of each other between different countries and, I would
even say, different groups of countries. And again, the fact that many people consider
the initiative by the President Medvedev as some kind of the smokes screen, in
order to increase Russia’s domination in the area of its privileged interest, shows
that this perception is playing an absolutely negative and unhelpful role.

Thirdly, what complicates the possibility of reaching a broad agreement on
Europe’s security architecture is the persistence of conflicts in the European space.
And what is really interesting, starting from the 1990s, most conflicts in the Western
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Europe i.e. in the Northern Island are more or less settled. Even regarding the
conflict in Spain, according to the latest information, some solutions are opening up.

But if you look at the post-Soviet space, the major conflicts in Transnistria,
Nagornyi Karabakh, the situation has not improved and, in many senses, has become
even worse. We are not speaking about frozen conflicts. I would say that they are
in a “gazer” state, because the tension increases from time to time. And it definitely
makes the construction of the new security architecture in Europe extremely doubtful.
Given this, can we do something to change the rules of the game? A priori, the
answer is yes. I can mention a couple of things, which can be done.

First. Improving or revamping some basic institutions i.e. improving the
functioning of the OSCE, improving NATO-Russia and EU-Russia mechanisms.
That might be helpful. For instance, the initiative put forward on the creation of
the EU-Russia committee on foreign policy and security and many others.

Second. Seeking agreement on concrete and even relatively small issues, which
are achievable and can improve the atmosphere.

Third. Making efforts to reduce and prevent threats, especially in conflict areas.
If you can achieve those things, definitely the situation would be much better.

But if you ask me, whether it is doable? Frankly speaking, at the moment
I doubt it. And the third question will be whether we should give up? Definitely, not.
We should continue the discussion, we should look for new arrangements.

But speaking from the Ukrainian perspective, I think, it is also important for
Ukraine to feel secure and to be sure that the Western countries will not be
tempted to resolve big issues with Russia at the expense of Ukraine. And,
unfortunately, such a feeling is still persisting.

On the other hand, the post-Soviet countries like Ukraine do question why
the discussion is not going very well, and why there is no sense of ownership on
the part of those countries? To some extent, they are not active in this discussion.
For example, I would like to see Ukraine to be more active in discussion on the
new European security architecture.

Summing up, [ think that the chances for creating the new European
security architecture are deemed at best, so I would be extremely pessimistic
about it. Where does it leave Ukraine? The issue of signing and ratifying the
Association Agreement actually transcends to the bilateral relations between
Ukraine and the EU. For Ukraine, it will be the issue of a real geopolitical choice.
I would say, it would be a final geopolitical choice, if it is made. And this choice is
very well understood in Russia as well. It seemed that the efforts to promote
alternatives for Ukraine were intensified as Ukraine was nearing the end of
negotiations with the EU on the Agreement.
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And it is extremely important not to repeat the mistake that was made at the
Istanbul summit, in 2002. I remember well, Kuchma was not very welcome in the
West, and it was decided not to give Ukraine an intensified dialogue. And it was a
mistake, because we missed a very important part of the cycle, which complicated
the decision in Bucharest.

So I’'m afraid, the emotions will take over, no matter what might be happening
in Ukraine in terms of human rights and democracy (although I am definitely not
in favour of what is happening in this field) but if emotions take over and the
Agreement is not finalized, it definitely would not be so much a setback for the
current government as it would be a major setback for Ukraine, and all those in
Ukraine, who wish to see Ukraine being a part of the EU, at some stage.

Having said that, what would be the best way for Ukraine to proceed? Today
we spoke about the non-bloc status. Again, many people welcome that it was put
forward as an alternative for Ukraine to joining NATO. However, not that many
people understand the actual meaning of the non-bloc status. Has it made Ukraine
any more secure? My answer would be — definitely not. It is not the answer to
Ukraine’s security problems.

What would be the answer to that? Today, we have people representing the
Government, who convey the official position. But from my personal point view,
we have major drawbacks in relations with the EU, NATO and in development of
security and defence system. The answer to Ukraine’s security lies in cooperation
with the EU and NATO. Again, I think that Ukraine’s goal should be quite
clear — joining the EU, even if it is a long-term process and, definitely, NATO
membership still is a valid issue. It is not only about security, but we should understand
that the issues to be solved, when joining NATO and the EU, are essentially the
same. It’s about reforming the country, about introducing the real democratic values.
And this should be kept in mind.

So finally, what I would like to say, if Ukraine, in an unforeseeable future, still
continues to have the non-bloc status, it should also be quite clear, that the issue
of creating an effective deterrent force would become much more important, than
before. I am not speaking about increasing the number of armed forces or getting
more armament, but definitely making it more efficient and being able to deter the
security threats. And again, I would like to say, that in my perception, cooperation
with NATO is not only about overcoming the traditional risks, but also about
meeting new security risks.

Finally, on Russia. Definitely, we should be realistic. We should have good and
productive relations with Russia. But there is one footnote we should make, it should
not be at the expense of Ukraine’s national interest. If it happens, then it definitely
will not be supported by the Ukrainian society. u
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UKRAINE'S STRATEGIC CHOICE
IS EUROPEAN INTEGRATION

I would like to share some observations and express few comments on the
issues in the EU-Ukraine relations, in general, and the security concerns,
in particular.

I believe the EU-Ukraine cooperation’s agenda needs few important questions
to be answered. First of all, the EU and its member-states should shape an answer
to the question “Does the EU need Ukraine?” And, if the answer is “Yes”, then —
“Why does the EU need Ukraine? What is the Spanish, for instance, national
interest to have Ukraine as a member of the EU?” These questions seem to be
rhetorical, but the governments and peoples of Europe have to realize the mutual
importance of Ukraine’s progress toward the full-fledged EU membership.

Having a clear answer to these questions allows us to avoid the situation when
some of our European partners perceive relations with Ukraine as a charity. Perhaps,
I am wrong, but there is such a feeling sometimes. As a matter of fact, if one side
is doing charity having no other interest, such an approach is not going to be very
productive. Consequently, the Ukrainian side should not expect or, moreover,
demand “charity” from its partners, especially, if it wants to be perceived as an
equal partner.

Also, it is counterproductive, when the two sides blame each other. The EU’s
accusations that Ukraine is not doing reforms, or the Ukrainian complaints that
the European partners do not do enough for Ukraine and do not respect it as
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a European state have not
always being unbiased. It is
extremely important not to [§
cross the line with constructive §
criticism and not to lose a sense }
of realism. Excessive demands
and accusations produce an
opposite result.

Finally, I would like to
mention that there is a growing
understanding in the Ukrainian
society that no one is going to
do our job, our “homework™. It is us, who have to do the reforms, to change the negative
elements of the system, like corruption, which are deeply rooted in the Ukrainian
state and society. At the same time, you should keep in mind that the opportunities
for our citizens to influence the government are quite limited. You know that we can
hardly expect a proper reaction from the government even in situations, which
would have caused a political crisis in any other European state. The Ukrainian
authorities are not used to pay proper attention to the society and to peaceful
demonstrations by citizens or to critical reports in the media. The current
government will not do anything unless it feels a direct personal threat. That is
why we appreciate the external assistance, the external pressure on our government,
which sometimes seems to be the only instrument that really works in Ukraine.

However, as we already know, the external pressure does not always
produce an expected result. Indeed, today we can see the Ukrainian government
perceives the external pressure to comply with the European democratic values
as a threat to Ukraine’s independence and sovereignty. Nonetheless, I am sure
that for the time being, a well-measured external pressure remains strong and
effective instrument of influence over the developments in Ukraine.

And, what is particularly important, when selecting a proper instrument, try
to avoid a “collateral damage” — i.e. do not harm and punish the people for
the wrongdoing of authorities. Using a military vocabulary — apply a precision
weapon not a “carpet bombing”. It will work properly.

As for the military security issues, I believe the new strategic security
paradigm for Ukraine will be shaped by at least three basic factors such as NATO,
the EU, and Russia. Ukraine is deemed to maintain good relations with its big
Northern neighbour, but taking its integration perspectives — Europe must be
the main strategic partner for Ukraine. [ ]
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Even after some radical
changes in Ukraine’s foreign and
security policy, we still have a
stable cooperation with the West,
including regular international
military exercises. For example,
two thirds of the international
exercises in 2011  were

conducted with NATO and the
| European nations, and only
one third — with other countries
including Russia and the CSTO
| members (Collective Security
4 Treaty Organisation).

No doubt, both directions are equally important for confidence-building and
security. If one compares the practical outcome of joint exercises with Eastern and
Western partners, then we can see the real value of cooperation with the West. As
the Russian website gave comments on the latest CSTO exercise, saying that the
biggest achievement of the exercise was the fact that the exercise did take place.
This may be the best argument in the ongoing debate on the alternatives, since the
CSTO, as a security organisation, cannot be an option for Ukraine today.

Similarly, the latest Russian initiative on the new European security architecture
cannot be considered as an alternative for Ukraine. There are very few people, who
know what the President Medvedev’s initiative exactly is and, I am afraid, that
the initiative has very few chances to be materialized ever.

So, Ukraine has to set its mind in the East-West coordinates. It is not only
an issue of military security. We should, first of all, think about human security,
i.e. wider security aspects such as energy security, economic development, climate
change etc. We do not need to choose between NATO and the EU, since most
member-states belong to both organisations. Contemporary western concept
of “cooperative security”, based on partnership and shared responsibility for
regional and global security, provides different options for the participants and —
most important — it is aimed against common threats, not against any particular
country.

When we think about different dimensions of security and Ukraine’s best
options to ensure its national security and to contribute to the European security,
it becomes obvious that Ukraine’s strategic choice should be aimed at developing
close cooperation with Europe. u
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DEVELOPING POLITICAL COOPERATION,
INTERPERSONAL CONTACTS,
ECONOMIC COOPERATION

It is a pleasure to be here today to join you in this in-depth analysis between
Spain and Ukraine in the framework of the Spanish-Ukrainian strategic dialogue.
I would also like to thank the Director of INCIPE, Vicente Garrido, for providing
us with this opportunity. I very much appreciate this opportunity to gather with
good old friends and with our Ukrainian colleagues. I warmly welcome those of
you, who have travelled from Ukraine, as I consider the Spanish-Ukrainian strategic
dialogue a very important and valuable tool. Allow me to congratulate you on
what you are doing and to encourage you to continue working on this path.

I am very glad to see here both the Spanish Ambassador to Kyiv and the
Ukrainian Ambassador to Madrid — both excellent professionals, who have done
an extraordinary job increasing and strengthening the bilateral relations between
our two countries. I also had the opportunity to meet Mr. Melnyk (Director General
of the Third Territorial Directorate General) in Kyiv, with whom we discussed at
length our bilateral relations and the relations between the EU and Ukraine.

In the last years Ukraine has been a reference country for the European
Neighbourhood Policy and the Eastern Partnership.

On 30 January 2012 we will soon celebrate the 20" anniversary of our diplomatic
relations. During the last 20 years the importance of Spanish-Ukrainian relations
have increased, based on: a) good political relations; b) increasingly significant
people-to-people contacts; ¢) economic relations that we hope to expand.
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Allow me to elaborate on
! these three key aspects.

First. The increasing number
| and level of political visits
| in the last years signal the
| good standing of our political
bilateral relations. Just to give
you an example, only in 2011:
our Secretary of State for the
European Union Mr. Lopez
Garrido visited Kyiv in May. In
October, our Secretary of State
for Education, Mr. Mario Bedera
Bravo, was in Kyiv and signed
with his counterpart a Protocol
ondeepeningourcooperationon
education. In the Framework of Ukraine’s Presidency of the Committee of Ministers
of the Council of Europe, in November, Ukraine is holding the Conference
of Ministers Responsible for Regional and Local Governments, where the
Vice President Manuel Chaves will present the report on challenges and future
opportunities of local and regional democracy.

There is still room for improvement, of course. For instance, we should
advance in negotiations on the Agreement for the Establishment of Cultural
Centres. And, hopefully (as we have discussed earlier this afternoon), we would
be able to have Ukrainian schools, where children are taught in Spanish. I believe
this is a very effective way of strengthening our relations, deepening our knowledge
about each other’s cultures and languages.

Second. We have not only worked to strengthen our ties at the decision-making
level, but we have also paid attention to strengthening people-to-people contacts,
which is a key element of a better understanding between our societies. To that
end, our Embassy in Kiev has significantly increased the number of visas issued in
recent years. When in 2010 we had issued 28,000 visas, in 2011 already 40,000 visas
have been issued, which means a 30% increase.

Third. Regarding the economic field, Spain is very positive about the reforms
undertaken in Ukraine and supports your efforts to improve the general business
climate in your country. We attach a very positive value to the fact that Spanish
enterprises are participating in big infrastructures and energy bids, the fields in
which our companies are world leaders. We are very confident this would have
a magnet effect on the rest of business sector, pushing forward our willingness
and interest to invest in Ukraine.
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In the European framework, our support for reforms needed has been
shown by the fact that for many years Spain is submitting proposals on Twinning
projects.

I would like to underline that we have now won the first two Spanish
Twinning Projects in Ukraine. The first Twinning project, where Spain acts as
the leader-state, is aimed at assisting the Ukrainian National Commission for
Communications (€1.3 million will be assigned to this project). The second
Twinning project deals with the support on the implementation of the EU normative
standards with regards to airports and air traffic navigation services, to which
€1.7 million will be assigned.

I am convinced that increasing the number of Spanish Twinning projects in
Ukraine would be an extraordinary and effective way to help develop a positive,
predictable and stable business climate and will also enhance our bilateral
relations.

Finally, allow me to make a reference to the fourth aspect that could be very
helpful in consolidating the Spain-Ukraine strategic relations. Spain, a member
of the EU since 1986, strongly believes that Ukraine’s best guarantee for progress
is the European approach. The EU, once, was also the way to go for us. It was
a way towards modernization of our country and well-being of our
citizens.

Similar words from our Ukrainian counterparts, working on the process
of inner reforms, are very much welcome, since I believe this process will benefit
both Ukraine and the EU.

We hope to see a progress in the process of reforms to improve the EU’s
perception of Ukraine’s internal political situation, in particular the
outcome of the judicial procedures against the opposition, which is the
key ele.ment affecting this Conference, 20 October 2011, Madrid
perception.

The determination we
encounter in talks with our
Ukrainian counterparts make
us feel encouraged. We
understand, there will be
difficulties. Spain also had to
go through the same process
on its way toward the EU.
And while making those efforts
you can count on our under-
standing and support. m —

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UKRAINE-EU: PATH TOWARD POLITICAL
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Pilar MENDEZ,

As it is known, the enlargement of the European Union on 1** May 2004 brought
a historical shift for the Union and its new neighbours in political, geographic and
economic terms. The EU and Ukraine share from that moment a border and, as direct
neighbours, reinforce their political and economic interdependence. This enlargement
offered the opportunity for the EU and Ukraine to develop an increasingly close
relationship, going beyond co-operation, to gradual economic integration and a
deepening of political cooperation. The European Union and Ukraine are determined
to enhance their relations and to promote stability, security and well-being.
This approach is, as you know, founded on shared values, joint ownership and
it contributes to the further stepping up of our strategic partnership.

If we take a look at our recent past, we must mention that Ukraine has come a
long way from its independence in 1991. Ukraine was the first CIS country to sign
in 1994 a Partnership and Cooperation Agreement (PCA) with the EU, and became
the 37" country to join the Council of Europe on November 9%, 1995. During these
20 years from its independence, the country has been paving its way towards
democracy, market economy and increasing its standard of living.

A way that Spain also had to cover during its transition period and the early years
of democracy, until becoming the 12" Member State of the European Union in 1986.
That is why Spain feels so close to Ukraine, and is always willing to share its
experience with our European colleagues.

When ten Central and Eastern European countries became Member States of the
EU in 2004-2007, the EU understood that it needed to take a closer look at its Eastern
neighbours. Thus, the European Neighbourhood Policy was created in order to keep
a closer relationship with countries in its Eastern border.

Within the European Neighbourhood policy, the EU decided to reinforce its
engagement in the Prague Summit in May 2009, where a specific dimension
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of the European Neighbourhood Policy was created, to further support Eastern
European countries’ sustainable reform processes. This new dimension is the
Eastern Partnership, which is meant to complement the Union for the Mediterranean
providing an institutionalized forum for discussing visa agreements, free trade deals
and strategic partnership agreements with the EU’s neighbours. The geographical
scope includes Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine. This Eastern
Partnership is meant to offer a wider approach to the European Neighbourhood
Policy, since looking just at our Southern neighbours would offer a limited vision of
such a policy. They both complement each other, and improving our relations with
our Eastern colleagues means as well improving our relations with the South.

Within this scope, the EU and its Eastern partners recently held the Eastern
Partnership Summit in Warsaw, where Member States have re-confirmed their
engagement with our Eastern neighbours and have taken new steps. Thus, in this last
Summit, we have seen how much has been achieved so far: political and economic
reforms have been implemented in partner countries, and relations between the EU
and its Eastern European partners have deepened significantly. There is more trade
and economic interaction between the EU and its Eastern European partners than
ever before, engaging in negotiations on Association Agreements which will also
lead to Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Areas, as is the case for Ukraine. Other
Association Agreements are being negotiated with Moldova, Georgia, Azerbaijan and
Armenia. At the same time, the parties are engaged in progressing towards increased
mobility across the entire European continent.

Dialogues on visa-free regimes have been launched with Ukraine and the
Republic Moldova. As for other Eastern Partners, visa-facilitation and readmission
agreements are being implemented with Georgia and similar agreements will be
sought with the Republic of Armenia and the Republic of Azerbaijan.

Having done this very short introduction to the European Neighborhood
Policy and the Eastern Partnership, where Ukraine’s significance in the Eastern
Partnership is highlighted by the annual EU-Ukraine Summit, let us get now into
the matter of the current state of EU-Ukrainian relations. And I will do so by
approaching Ukraine’s integration from the perspective of two different instruments:
a) the Association Agreement (as well as the Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade
Area; b) the EU-Ukraine visa liberalization dialogue.

Let us start with the Association Agreement. Ukraine’s transformation during
the past 20 years is a real achievement. Reforming a large and complex system
of governance, building a market economy and taking a population through this
transition has not been a simple task.

As Commissioner for Enlargement and European Neighbourhood Policy,
Mr. Stefan Fiile said, “The EU wants to see Ukraine as a closer partner”. And in
order to achieve this goal, the EU is negotiating with Ukraine not only an Association
Agreement, but a Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Area (DCFTA) as well. These
two instruments are the cornerstones of relations under the Eastern Partnership.
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Association Agreement

Relations between the EU and Ukraine are based on the Partnership and
Co-operation Agreement (PCA), which entered into force in 1998. Negotiations on a
comprehensive, ambitious and innovative “new enhanced Agreement” between the
EU and Ukraine were launched in March 2007. Since that launch, three joint reports
on the progress achieved in the negotiations have been prepared. These were presented
to the EU-Ukraine Summits in Kiev in 2007 and in 2009, and Paris in 2008. At the
first Paris Summit, the leaders of the EU and Ukraine agreed that the new enhanced
agreement should be given the title of Association Agreement (AA), and that it should
renew the EU-Ukraine common institutional framework, that is, the Partnership and
Cooperation Agreement of 1998, by facilitating the deepening of relations in all areas,
as well as by strengthening political association and economic integration involving
reciprocal rights and obligations. It involves a clear and effective commitment to
the core values of democracy, human rights and the rule of law to which Ukraine,
as well as all the EU Member States have committed themselves. That is why the EU
follows really closely the ongoing trials against opposition politicians.

The Association Agreement which has been negotiated during these last years,
and which replaces the Partnership and Cooperation Agreement of 1998, covers four
primary areas of activity: political dialogue and foreign and security policy; justice,
freedom and security issues; economic and sectoral cooperation; the establishment of
a deep and comprehensive Free Trade Area.

Since the start of negotiations in 2007, 19 Plenary rounds and 18 DCFTA
negotiating rounds have been conducted. Provisional agreement has been reached on
the first two areas and on the majority of issues concerning economic and sectoral
cooperation. Joining the World Trade Organisation on May 16%, 2008 has given a
fresh impetus to the negotiations, leading to a Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade
Area (DCFTA).

Most of the work is already done, and there are just some aspects where both parties
need to come to compromise: the preamble of the text'; the visa-free negotiations and
issues regarding the labor market and migration; the ratification of the Statute of the
International Criminal Court, pending on a Constitutional reform in Ukraine.

Deep and comprehensive free trade area (DCFTA)

The EU was a strong proponent for Ukrainian WTO membership, effective since
May 16%, 2008. Building on that membership, the EU and Ukraine immediately
launched negotiations for an agreement on a Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade
Area (DCFTA). The EU has always believed that WTO membership can play a
key role in supporting Ukraine’s economic reform, especially in the context of a

' The preamble of the text the EU proposes “Recognizing that the common values on which the
European Union is built as envisaged in Article 2 of the Treaty on European Union, — namely
respect for human dignity, freedom, democracy, equality, the rule of law and respect for human
rights, including the rights of persons belonging to minorities — are also at the heart of deepening
of political association and economic integration for which this Agreement provides”.
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transition economy. In joining the WTO, Ukraine benefits from secure access to the
markets of all WTO members and commits to providing the kind of stable trade and
investment environment that will attract further trade and investment. The last round
of negotiations between the EU and Ukraine took place on 19-23 September 2011.
As part of the future Association Agreement, the DCFTA is designed to deepen
Ukraine’s access to the European market and to encourage further European
investment in Ukraine.

The EU is Ukraine’s foremost commercial partner and accounts for about one
third of its external trade. The EU believes that closer economic integration (in the
overall context of a political association) can be a key factor in economic growth
for Ukraine.

If we take a look at the figures, we will realize how important this Agreement
is for both parties: Ukraine is the 23" trading partner for the EU, with a trade volume
of €29 billion in 2010. While the EU’s trade with Ukraine represents only 1% of its
global trade, the EU is crucial for Ukraine, since the EU is its first trade partner (30%),
followed very closely by the Russian Federation, with 25% of its trade, and followed
very far away by China, with just 5% of its trade. These figures show the economic
and political dependence that Ukraine has from its neighbours (EU and Russia), and
probes that a Free Trade Area with the EU would be a very positive asset for Ukraine.

As an example of it, here we have some figures that probe this statement.

Trade in goods. EU exports to Ukraine 2010: €17.3 billion, EU imports from
Ukraine 2010: €11.4 billion.

Ukraine’s primary exports to the EU are iron, steel, mining products, agricultural
products, and machinery. EU exports to Ukraine are dominated by machinery,
transport equipment, chemicals, and agricultural products.

Ukrainian exports to the EU are to a very large extent liberalized thanks to the
Generalised System of Preferences (GSP) granted by the EU to Ukraine since 1993.
In 2010, the GSP utilization rate reached a rather good level of 72.2% of the eligible
products. With €2.15 billion of GSP preferential imports to the EU, Ukraine ranks
12th among the most effective users of the system.

Foreign Direct Investment. The EU is also by far the largest foreign investor
in Ukraine (EU investment stocks in Ukraine in 2008: €19.8 billion). From 2007
to 2008, FDI outward stocks from EU 27 countries grew by more than 10% in
Ukraine. In 2009 EU investments into Ukraine amounted to €3.4 billion.

The EU is also the largest donor to Ukraine. Assistance provided by the
European Community alone has amounted to approximately € 2.8 billion since 1991,
and national assistance budgets to Ukraine have tripled over the last years. This
includes macro-financial assistance and support under thematic budget lines such
as the European Initiative for Democracy and Human Rights (EIDHR), Migration
and Asylum, Environment. The European Commission is also providing an annual
contribution to the Science and Technology Centre of Ukraine (STCU) dedicated
to the non-proliferation of technologies and expertise related to weapons of mass
destruction.
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So for the 2007-2013 budgetary period, the ENPI replaces the previous TACIS
funds. The ENPI budget for this period is around €12 billion, 494 million of which
is earmarked for Ukraine.

Ukraine is moreover eligible for horizontal instruments that cover countries
regardless of their region, such as:

The Instrument for Stability — a new instrument to tackle crises and instability

in third countries and address trans-border challenges including nuclear safety and
non-proliferation, the fight against trafficking, organized crime and terrorism;

The Macro Financial Assistance. The EU provided macro-financial assistance
to Ukraine, in the form of a loan of up to €500 million. The assistance supported
implementation of the adjustment programme agreed by the Ukrainian government
with the International Monetary Fund to help the country through the global crisis.
A new era on EU-Ukrainian economic relations seem to be about to start
under this new Free Trade Area.

Visa liberalization dialogue

Having covered the Association Agreement and the Deep and Comprehensive
Free Trade Area, it is the time to enter into the second topic: the Visa Liberalization
Dialogue.

The EU-Ukraine Visa Dialogue examining the conditions for visa-free travel of
citizens of Ukraine to the EU was launched on October 29, 2008. In its Conclusions
on the Eastern Partnership of October 25, 2010, the Council invited the Commission
to prepare a draft Action Plan setting out all the technical conditions to be met by
Ukraine before the possible establishment of a visa-free travel regime. The Action
Plan was welcomed by the leaders of the EU and Ukraine at the EU-Ukraine Summit
on November 22, 2010. It targets short stay visas and sketches a roadmap of major
improvements in Ukrainian border control, migration and asylum policies needed.

The content. The Action Plan contains a preliminary benchmark concerning
the policy framework (legislation and planning), which should pave the way for
meeting more specific benchmarks (effective and sustainable implementation of
relevant measures) under each of the following four blocks:

(1) Document security (including biometrics);

(i1) Irregular migration (including readmission);

(iii) Public order and security;

(iv) External relations and fundamental rights.

Next summer Ukraine and Poland are holding the UEFA Euro 2012. Meeting
all technical criteria is essential in order to minimize security and safety risks at
EURO 2012. The Action Plan provides for introduction of:

* biometric data;

» withdrawal of passports that do not meet specific requirements from circulation;

* strengthening of measures aimed at the fight against illegal migration;

 improvement of border management;

* approximation of asylum legislation to the international standards in this area;

* deepen of judicial cooperation in the field of organized crime, drug and human

trafficking.
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Phases. The Action Plan is implemented in 2 stages. At the first stage Ukraine
adopts the necessary legislation and national programs in the fields covered by visa
dialogue.

During the second phase, the European Commission, together with EU Member
States, assess the implementation of the above mentioned legislation.

The decision to pass to the second phase is adopted by the EU Council on the
basis of European Commission report on implementation by the Ukrainian side of
the measures envisaged by the first stage of the Action Plan. When all the criteria
are met, the European Commission will be in the right position to make a proposal
to the European Parliament and the Council to abolish short-term stay visas for the
Ukrainian nationals. Thus, the speed towards visa free regime will depend, in a great
manner, on the speed reached by Ukraine in implementing the requirements.

We very much welcome the approval on 22 April 2011 of the National Plan
on Implementation of the EU-Ukraine Action Plan on visa liberalization. The
National Plan is a road map for complex reforms in migration, visa and some other
policies of Ukraine with an aim at creating favorable conditions for visa waiver for
short-term travels of the Ukrainian nationals to the EU Member-States. The National
Plan contains a detailed list of measures that clearly defines responsible agencies and
deadlines for fulfillment of relevant tasks.

Reflecting the situation as of July 8", 2011, the Commission has presented
the first progress report on the implementation by Ukraine of its Action Plan on
Visa Liberalisation. Ukraine’s report highlights progress in adopting legislation in
areas such as border management, migration management, fight against corruption,
anti-drugs policy, data protection and money laundering. It must also be said that
in some other areas, such as document security, asylum, combating organized
crime, trafficking of human beings and antidiscrimination, there is still work to be
done.

Next comprehensive reports will be presented by the end of 2011, after the
adoption of the remaining legislation by Ukraine and following the assessment
missions to be carried out by Commission services.

Facilitating people-to-people contacts, while promoting fundamental rights
and the strengthening of the rule of law, together with engagement with judicial
cooperation are key factors in the bringing together of our societies and economies
while preserving security and stability within our borders.
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Spain considers the Visa-Free Dialogue an extremely useful tool in the
EU-Ukraine relations. An example of it is the fact that our Embassy in Kiev
has significantly increased the number of visa approval in recent years. In 2010
we had issued 28,000 visas, while in 2011 we issued more than 40,000 visas.

Other EU technical assistance for Ukraine

Apart from the ENPI, mentioned previously in this speech, since 2007 Ukraine
obtained access to new forms of European technical assistance. In particular,
additional aid for reform in the field of legislation harmonization and institutional
capacity building is provided in the form of expert consultations in the framework
of the Technical Assistance and Information Exchange (TAIEX). Moreover,
technical and expert assistance might be given by member states in the framework
of “TWINNING” projects. In the meantime, on the 22™ November 2010 a PCA
Protocol concerning access of Ukraine to the EU programmes was signed, opening
for Ukraine a way to participate in the Union’s programmes.

At this respect, it should be mentioned that after years of submitting projects,
Spain has finally won the first two Spanish Twinning projects in Ukraine. The first
Twinning, where Spain acts as a leader state, is aimed at assisting the Ukrainian
National Commission for Communications, to which €1.3 million will be assigned.
The second one deals with the “Support on the implementation of the Norms
and Standards of the EU in the Spheres of Airports, Aerodromes and Air Traffic
Management/Air Navigation Services”, to which €1.7 million will be assigned.

Taking a closer look at other instruments, we must mention brand-new assistance
instruments, such as the Neighbourhood Investment Facility (NIF), with overall
estimated budget of €700 million for the period of 2007-2013, and the Governance
Facility with an annual budget of €50 million. The NIF funds are assigned in the
form of loans in order to support economic reforms and infrastructure projects.

With the beginning of the Eastern Partnership in 2009, the EU technical assistance
for Ukraine and other partner countries is set to grow. Apart from the ENPI funds for
the Eastern partners (€250 million for 2010-2013), additional €350 million will be
earmarked for these countries for the period of 2013-2020.

Conclusion

Thanks to the constructive engagement of both sides, negotiations on the
Association Agreement have been proceeding well, leading to a joint understanding
of the Agreement. Both the EU and Ukraine reconfirm their willingness to put their
relations on a new footing of political association and economic integration, which
must be rooted in the common shared principles of Democracy, Rule of Law and
respect for Human Rights.

Ukraine has the potential to play a key role in Europe, and in order to do so, it
needs to seize the present opportunities. The Association Agreement, as well as the
Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Agreement and the Visa Liberalization Dialogue
are the key instruments, which represent a qualitative and quantitative development
for the EU-Ukraine relations. This deeper and closer relationship laying on shared
principles will be crucial for both of our peoples. L]
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UKRAINE’'S RELATIONS WITH THE EU:
EXPERT OPINIONS AND ASSESSMENTS

Expert surveys on foreign policy issues, regularly conducted by the Razumkov
Centre, enable to determine common positions and forecasts on various issues
by leading foreign policy experts. A large part of the research has been dedicated
to assessing problems in cooperation between Ukraine and the EU.

The topic is relevant today for many reasons, in particular, due to the final
stages of negotiations on the Association Agreement between Ukraine and the EU
together with the deep and comprehensive free trade area (DCFTA). However,
the internal problems in Ukraine complicate the dialogue between Kyiv and
Brussels.

In the light of such developments, the results of the latest expert survey,
conducted by the Razumkov Center within the framework of a long-term
project “The Spanish-Ukrainian Strategic Dialogue”, represent an additional
interest'.

During the survey, the experts assessed the state of Ukraine-EU relations
and its prospects. In particular, they attempted to forecast when the Association
Agreement would be signed and a visa-free travel for short-trips introduced.

The respondents were asked to rate the current government efficiency in key
foreign policy areas.

An assessment of the Spanish-Ukrainian relations represents an additional
interest.

The survey results enabled to draw the following conclusions.

T The results of the expert survey conducted by the Razumkov Centre on 10-25 October 2011.

110 experts were polled, including the staff members of the Presidential Administration of Ukraine,
the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine, the Verkhovna Rada, the regional state administrations,
representatives of governmental and non-governmental research institutions, and media.

The report comprises comparison of separate results from the previous expert surveys conducted
by the Razumkov Centre from 2006 to 2010 and published in the journal “National Security and
Defence” (2008, No. 6; 2009, No. 4; 2010, No. 2, No. 4).
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European Integration of Ukraine

Ukraine should become the EU member. This position was shared by an
absolute majority (90.9%) of foreign policy experts. The number of experts, who
believe Ukraine should join the EU, has significantly increased in comparison to
results of the previous survey, conducted in May 2010 (79.3%). Thus, there is an
almost clear consensus on the European integration within the Ukrainian expert
community. Additionally, the results of the latest expert surveys (2010-2011)
indicate that Ukraine’s security would be strengthened after gaining the EU
membership.

Meanwhile, the pace of Ukraine’s European integration is unsatisfactory.
Over the period from December 2006 to October 2011, the experts have been
consistently critical of Ukraine’s EU integration pace (although the latest poll shows
an evident decrease in negative reaction). It is obvious that the process of Ukraine’s
European integration is affected both by Ukraine’s domestic issues and the EU’s
internal problems.

The EU interest in cooperation with Ukraine remains rather pragmatic.
Experts’ opinions for the period from December 2006 to October 2011 have not
changed dramatically. According the latest survey, the EU is primarily interested in
the Ukrainian market for EU goods (79.1%); safeguarding the transit of Russia’s
energy resources (78.2%); developing democracy and market relations in Ukraine
(65.5%); a joint fight against illegal migration (63.6%). A substantial increase is
evident in the number of respondents, who believe the EU is interested in decreasing
Russia’s influence over Ukraine. The majority of experts remain skeptical towards
the EU interest in importing the Ukrainian products and goods.

The Association Agreement with the EU complies with Ukraine’s national
interests. However, there are several obstacles along the way. A large majority
of experts (86.4%) believe that the Association Agreement with the EU meets the
national interests of Ukraine. However, according to respondents, a conclusion of
the Agreement might be threatened by the political situation in Ukraine (80.9%).
Other obstacles outlined are the distrust in current leadership of Ukraine (42.7%),
the influence of Russia (38.2%) and the critical attitude toward Ukraine by some
of the EU states (38.2%). There is a reason to assume that the threat, caused by the
internal political situation in Ukraine, is related to “the Tymoshenko case”, which
caused a negative reaction of the international community.

Considering the outlined threats, the experts are rather cautious in predicting the
time the Association Agreement enters into force. Almost a quarter of respondents
(23.6%) believe that the agreement would enter into force only after 2014; 34.5%
of respondents were hesitant to answer; 38.3% of experts believe that the document
would come into effect in 2012-2014.
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The experts’ opinion is divided with 45,5% to support the view that Ukraine should
insist on stating the EU membership prospects in the Association Agreement and
with 42.7% to be against it. These results reveal the problematic process of signing
the Association Agreement, as well as indicate towards problems in Ukraine-EU
relations, in general.

Introducing a visa-free regime between Ukraine and the EU is possible, but
the question is — when? The majority of experts (50%) believe the visa-free regime
will be established in the medium-term perspective (3-5 years). 10,9% of experts
optimistically predict for it to happen within the next 1-2 years. Almost a quarter of
respondents (21.8%) consider that the visa issue would be resolved in a long-term
perspective (5-10 years).

Assessments of Ukraine’s foreign policy

The current foreign policy of Ukraine is inefficient. The experts remain highly
critical of Ukraine’s current leadership in world affairs. The respondents positively
rated the impact of Ukraine’s foreign policy in generating regional peace and
stability; developing the relations with Russia; and developing partner relation with
neighboring countries.

According to experts, the attempts on behalf of the current government to create
a positive international image of Ukraine, to provide the external conditions for a
domestic socio-economic development and to protect the citizens abroad have been
rather unsatisfactory. The development of relations with the EU and the United
States, as well as Ukraine’s integration into the global economic and cultural space
were ineffective.

Declaration of Ukraine’s non-aligned status has not improved the situation
in key foreign policy areas. The majority of respondents believe that the non-
bloc status: a) has not strengthened the country’s security; b) has not improved its
international image; c¢) has not strengthened Ukraine’s influence on security situation
in Europe; d) has not improved relations with the EU and the United States. The
new status of Ukraine, according to experts, has merely improved the relations with
Russia. With regards to strengthening the internal stability, the expert opinions are
halved.

Another important point is that from February 2010 to October 2011 most
experts indicate the lack of reliable external guarantees of Ukraine’s independence,
sovereignty and territorial integrity.

Ukraine is considered as a non-influential European country, which is still
searching for its place in the world. This is the characteristic, which was chosen
by the majority of respondents during the surveys conducted in February 2010 and
October 2011. Another significant proportion of respondents characterized Ukraine
as a “buffer zone” between Europe and Asia. Additionally, there has been a sharp
increase of those respondents, who consider Ukraine to be under the influence of
Russia.
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The Ukrainian-Spanish relations

Current relations between Ukraine and Spain have been characterized as
“neither good, nor bad”. This is how the majority of experts (72.7%) estimate
the level of contacts between Kyiv and Madrid. 15.5% of the experts define
the Ukrainian-Spanish relations as “good” and 0.9% — as “bad”, while 10.9% of
experts found it hard to answer.

Expert opinion on the attitude of Spain toward the European aspirations of
Ukraine reveals that a relative majority of experts (50.9%) believe that Spain remains
neutral. The Spanish attitude is considered positive by only 10% of respondents,
and negative — by 12.7%. It should be noted that a large proportion of experts (26.4%)
were undecided on the issue.

Presumably, one reason could be the lack of information on the development of
Ukrainian-Spanish relations. According to respondents, the Ukrainian mass media
provides poor information on the Ukrainian-Spanish relations. Most experts (79.1%)
believe that media information is very limited, and only 2.7% of respondents are
satisfied by the level of information on the relations between the two countries.

Spain has a positive image. It is rather difficult to briefly sum up all the
associations the Ukrainian experts have with Spain. In general, Spain (for the
majority of respondents) is primarily a tourist country with rich history, culture and
traditions, known for its achievements in sports. Spain is a dynamic European state,
which managed to overcome its totalitarian past, populated by “emotional, honest
and sincere people”. Spain is also associated with labor migrants.

Finally, the experts revealed a broad range of historical and cultural associations
by naming famous writers and artists, such as Gaudi, Cervantes, Dali, Lorca, Picasso,
Goya, El Greco, Lope de Vega, Velazquez et al.

Conclusions

There is a consensus among the Ukrainian foreign policy experts on the
importance of Ukraine’s accession to the EU. However, the experts indicate the
inefficiency of the country’s European integration course. They consider the
pace of Ukraine’s integration to the EU to be unsatisfactory. One reason is the
internal political situation in Ukraine.

The EU interest in cooperation with Ukraine is rather pragmatic and focused
primarily on safeguarding the transit of Russia’s energy resources to Europe
and on the access to the Ukrainian market for EU goods.

The experts believe that the Association Agreement with the EU complies
with the national interest of Ukraine, but the internal situation in Ukraine might
threaten the conclusion of the agreement.

Ukraine’s foreign policy in many key areas is characterized as ineffective.
In particular, the declaration of Ukraine’s non-aligned status did not result
in any particular improvements. Ukraine, today, is primarily associated with
a non-influential European country, which is still searching for its place in the
world.

The expert community of Ukraine is rather careful, when assessing the
Ukrainian-Spanish relations. There is a general lack of information on the
development of relations between the two states. Overall, Spain has a positive
image among the Ukrainian experts.

UKRAINE'S FOREIGN POLICY
AND PROSPECTS FOR THE
EUROPEAN INTEGRATION:

A PUBLIC OPINION PERSPECTIVE

An important part of the Razumkov Centre’s analysis in foreign policy is the
monitoring of public opinion, which has been carried out since 2000. The results
enable to determine the dynamics of citizens’ geopolitical positions and their
assessment of Ukraine’s cooperation with other states and international organizations.
The respondents are asked to define the country’s foreign policy priorities and to
evaluate the efficiency of government’s activities in key foreign policy areas.

The latest survey on public expectations about Ukraine’s European integration
was conducted in October 2011 within the framework of the Spanish-Ukrainian
strategic dialogue on “Ukraine’s Path to the EU: Problems, Achievements and
Prospects”. The respondents were asked to assess the government’s European
integration policy and to evaluate Ukraine’s relations with the EU.

The questions on what associations the Ukrainian citizens have with Spain and
how well they are informed about Spain represent an additional interest.

Survey results and comparisons with some previous monitoring data enable to
draw the following conclusions'.
Geopolitical orientation of the Ukrainian citizens

The public opinion surveys conducted between February 2000 and October 2011
show that the Ukrainian citizens opt for two foreign policy directions for Ukraine:
the EU and Russia. However, when in previous years (2006-2010) the priority was

' The report is based on the results of surveys conducted by the Razumkov Center from February

2000 to October 2011.The poll was conducted in all regions of Ukraine (including Kiev and
Crimea) by a multistage random sampling based on quota method of respondent recruitment at the
final stage, who represent an adult population according to the main socio-demographic indicators
(i.e. region of residence, type and size of locality, age, sex).

The sampling error does not exceed 2.3%. The latest survey was conducted from 29 September
till 4 October 2011. (2,009 respondents aged 18 years and older were interviewed).
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given to relations with Russia, since 2011 a weakening of pro-Russian orientation
among the Ukrainians has been observed. Since April 2011, a proportion of
Ukrainian citizens, who believe that Ukraine should be prioritizing the relations
with EU, is not significantly different from a number of those, who support the
Russian direction.

Geopolitical orientation has a distinctive regional character: pro-European
orientation predominates in the western part of Ukraine; pro-Russian — in the
South and East; while in the center of Ukraine the orientation is constantly
changing. When in November 2009, 50.9% of residents of the central region
favored the development of relations with Russia, and only 25.9% — relations
with the EU countries, in October 2011 the situation had been dramatically
different: 47.7% prioritized the development of relations with the EU, and only
29.1% — with Russia.

Differences in foreign policy orientations are largely based on regional
differences in culture, ethnicity, religion, as well as caused by domestic
“politicization” of foreign policy decisions.

Consequently, the level of support for each of the foreign policy directions can
fluctuate, depending on the political situation in the country. Therefore, the decline
of support for a pro-Russian foreign policy orientation, in 2011, could have been
caused by a failure on behalf of the current government to establish an equal
partnership with Russia (one of Victor Yanukovych’s main slogans during the
presidential election campaign).

Geopolitical orientations among different generations also vary significantly.
The Ukrainian citizens, who are younger than 50 years old, support the European
direction, while those over 50 are more likely to support the Russian direction.

Ukraine-EU relations assessed by Ukrainians

The majority of Ukrainian citizens (54.6%) characterize Ukraine’s relations
with the EU as unstable; 15.4% — consider them to be “poor”; and only 14.3% name
them “good”. This has largely to do with the assessment of Ukraine’s European
integration pace, where 13% of respondents describe it as “zero”, and 47.8% — as
“low”. Interesting, that both the majority of those, who support the EU-integration
of Ukraine and the majority of those who do not, have rated Ukraine’s European
integration pace as “zero” or “low”.

Rivne, Ternopil, Chernivtsi regions, the Centre: Vinnytsia, Zhytomyr, Kyiv, Kirovohrad, Poltava,
Sumy, Khmelnytskyi, Cherkasy, Chernihiv regions, the South: the Autonomous Republic of
Crimea, Odesa, Kherson, Mykolayiv regions, the East: Dnipropetrovsk, Donetsk, Zaporizhya,
Luhansk, Kharkiv regions.
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Instability in Ukraine-EU relations is largely linked to the inconsistent European
integration course of the Ukrainian government, which is reflected in public
opinion. The majority of Ukrainian citizens believe this policy is inconsistent
and incoherent (55.2%), opaque and covert (59.5%), ineffective (62.6%),
incomprehensible to the public (62.1%). Relative majority of Ukrainians (46.5%)
also consider it to be confusing for the EU states.

When answering why Ukraine represents an interest for the EU, most of
the respondents named the Ukrainian labor force (48.9%), energy transit to
the EU countries (48.6%), the Ukrainian market for the EU goods (46.8%), and
Ukraine’s natural resources (46.6%).

To a lesser extent, in the opinion of citizens, the EU interest lies in Ukraine’s
intellectual and scientific potential (26%), in limiting Russia’s influence (20.3%),
in import of Ukrainian goods (15.6%), in a joint fight against illegal migration,
international crime, terrorism (15.5%), in strengthening security and stability in
Europe (13.4%), in military potential of Ukraine (11.2%), in Ukraine’s national
culture, traditions and history (6.1%).

As for Ukraine’s interest in the EU, most respondents referred to the EU financial
resources (42%), the EU market for Ukrainian goods (35.3%), and the EU system
of governance, democratic norms, rules and standards of living (35%). 28% of
respondents referred to the innovative technology; 25% — to the interest in
the EU imports; 20% — the European security system; 17.6% — named the EU as
an opportunity to avoid Russia’s influence; 16% of respondents indicated
the Union’s intellectual and scientific potential.

The Ukrainians happen to be less interested in the EU as a provider of labor
force (12.5%), its natural resources (12%), culture, traditions and history of
the EU states (8.1%).

According to the public opinion, relations with three EU countries, such as
Germany (57.5%), Poland (42.2%) and France (31.2%) are the most important
for Ukraine. 21.1% of respondents also named Italy, 15.4% — the UK, 9.7% —
the Czech Republic, and 6.1% — Spain (other countries were named by less than
5% of respondents each).

50% of respondents indicated the importance of a visa-free entry to the EU
countries (39.4% gave a negative response). Visa free regime with the EU was
considered to be important by younger respondents (68.5% under 29 years old)
and by 26.3% of those over 60 years old.

Overall, the Ukrainian citizens have a positive attitude towards Ukraine joining
the European Union. The results of surveys conducted in recent years indicate
a continuous predominance of supporters over the opponents of Ukraine’s EU
membership (in October 2011, their ratio was 51.2% and 30.3%, respectively).
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Citizens’ opinion on the EU membership differs significantly, depending on the
region and the age of respondents. According to the latest survey, residents of the
western and central regions are more inclined to be in favor of Ukraine’s accession
to the EU; residents of the South are mainly against it; in the eastern part of
Ukraine, the share of supporters and opponents of the EU membership does not
significantly differ.

The younger the respondents are, the more they are inclined to be in favor of
joining the European Union. 63% of respondents, aged 18 to 29, and 40.8% of
respondents, aged over 60, support the EU-membership.

When asked to make an integration choice for Ukraine (the EU or the Customs
Union with Russia, Belarus and Kazakhstan), relative majority of Ukrainians
supported the EU membership (43.7%), while 30.5% of respondents choose the
accession to the Customs Union.

Relative majority (44.1%) of respondents believe that in the upcoming years
the relations between Ukraine and the EU will not change. Thus, in November
2010, a proportion of respondents, who believed that Ukraine-EU relations would
improve (30.7%), was six times larger than the proportion of those, who thought
the relations would get worse (5.1%). In October 2011, the proportions decreased
to 22.8% and 7.3%, respectively.

The level of knowledge about Spain

The level of knowledge about Spain among the Ukrainian citizens is generally
low. 50.1% of respondents consider themselves to be poorly informed on Spain;
and 22.2% know nothing about the country. Only 20.9% rated their level of
knowledge as average; and 1.4% — as high.

Rather expected answers were given to the question: “What is your primary
association with Spain?”. Two associations dominate: “corrida” (18.3%) and
“a vacation resort, sea” (17.1%). The country’s associations with football (9.7%),
as well as with dancing, music, traditions, architecture, language (8.8%) are also
relatively high.

Additionally, 6.4% of respondents consider Spain to be a “developed democratic
country” and 8.7% — associate the country with Ukrainian migrant workers.

In brief, the Ukrainian citizens opt for two foreign policy directions for
Ukraine: the EU and Russia. This binary outlook is influenced both by socio-cultural
stereotypes that dominate in different regions and among different generations and
by internal political processes in Ukraine. The latter tends to be the main driver in
shifting public opinion on this issue.
