he early days of young Ukrainian state and new Ukrainian society
were difficult, sustaining political shocks, economic crises and
persistent external pressure.

Particularly difficult were the last five years, when Ukraine had
to address the issues of modernisation necessary for practical
realisation of its European choice, while defending its independence
and territorial integrity in the fight against Russian aggression.

However, these times of trouble helped to temper the national
psyche of Ukrainians and crystallise the trends of their ideological
choice. In particular, one can argue that Ukrainians unfailingly
remained a highly patriotic nation, and challenges faced by Ukraine
in 2004 and then in 2014 led to strengthening the statecraft and
pro-Western aspirations.

The transformation of Ukrainian society continues. The main
trends that we expect to develop in the coming years include
prioritisation of European and Euro-Atlantic integration, radical reform
of the Ukrainian state and significant increase in the role of each
citizen in government decision-making.

The Razumkov Centre's long history of research allows us to
recreate the dynamics of public sentiment in Ukraine on various
important issues over two past decades. This publication presents
findings of public opinion surveys by the Razumkov Centre,
which characterise the main worldview features and beacons of
contemporary Ukrainian society.

The data of past years are compared with the results of the
most recent national survey conducted by the Razumkov Centre's
Sociological Service at the request of the Open Ukraine Foundation
for Kyiv Security Forum 2019.

The survey was conducted by the Sociological Service of the Razumkov Centre on 1-6 March 2019 in all
regions of Urkaine excluding Crimea and temporarily occupied areas of the Donetsk and Luhansk oblasts. The
sample included 2,019 respondents aged 18+ years. Theoretical sampling error is 2.3%.

CRITICAL VIEW OF THE PRESENT, HOPE FOR THE BETTER,
AND FAITH IN THE FUTURE

» Ukrainians are quite critical about the situation in the country.
With the exception of brief periods in 2005 and 2010 immediately
after the presidential elections, most citizens over the past two
decades consistently believed that the country was headed down the
wrong track. Currently 67% of Ukrainians share this view, and only
20% are positive about the course of events in the country.

» Most of those favouring the country’s path (69%) referred to
“Ukraine’s movement towards European integration and newly
acquired visa-free travel to the EU countries”. The most common
reasons explaining the “rightness” of the country’s movement included
the fact that “necessary reforms, although rather slow, are being
implemented in the country” (44%), “de-centralisation processes are
underway offering more rights to local communities” (35%), “people
became more close-knit and patriotic” (33%), “the Ukrainian army
grew stronger and fends off the aggressor” (32%), “Ukraine set
a course for NATO accession with increasing support of NATO by
the population” (29%).

» At the same time, perception of the country’s development as “wrong”
is often motivated by the fact that “the war in the East still continues”
(67%), “prices rise, while salaries don’t follow” (46%), “the level
of corruption remains high” (39%), “utility tariffs have increased
significantly” (32%), “people have no confidence in their future” (31%).

» When Ukrainians think about their lives, the most prevalent feeling
is their hope that life will gradually improve (39%).

» Even though the total share of those who are dissatisfied with their
lives or feel unhappy (47%) is greater than the proportion of those
who are happy or satisfied, the overall number of happy and
satisfied Ukrainians has increased by 8% compared with the year 2000,
while the share of those unhappy and dissatisfied has dropped by 14%.

» Most Ukrainians tend to believe that their country will be able
to overcome the existing problems and difficulties in the distant
future (50%). At the same time, the proportion of those who feel that

Ukraine is capable of addressing these problems within the next
few years has increased from 18% in 2015 to 28% in 2019. The share
of pessimists has dropped from 25% to 12%.

» Most respondents see future Ukraine as a highly developed, demo-
cratic and influential European state (42%). Also many citizens (20%)
believe that Ukraine will take a special development path.

PATRIOTISM, RESPECT FOR NATIONAL SYMBOLS,
AND RETHINKING OF HISTORY

» Vast majority of Ukrainians (74%) consider themselves patriots of
their country, and 70% of respondents would pick Ukraine as their
Motherland if they had to choose. When choosing a country to live
in, Ukraine would be the country of choice for 62% of respondents;
19% would prefer the European Union and 5% — Russia.

» Compared with 2000, the share of those who are proud of their
Ukrainian citizenship has increased from 62% to 69%. According
to most respondents (72.5%), for people to be proud of their state, it
has to be politically stable and economically developed and ensure
conditions for improving the quality of life.

» The overwhelming majority of Ukrainians (72.4%) would support the
declaration of Ukraine’s independence if such referendum occurred
today. This level of support is the highest among all Razumkov Centre’s
surveys (the lowest support was recorded in 2003 at 46.5%).

» Almost all Ukrainians (80% or more) are proud of and are positive
about the national symbols and attributes of the Ukrainian state —
the Flag, the National Emblem and Hymn, the Ukrainian state
language and Ukrainian hryvnia (national currency). Compared with
2011, the share of such citizens has increased.

» Since 2004, Ukrainians felt differently about significant historical
personalities. For example, the number of those sharing positive
attitudes towards Stepan Bandera has increased from the 19.6% to
29.5%. At the same time, attitudes towards Soviet and Russian state

leaders have worsened. Particularly vivid is the example of Peter
the Great: if in 2004 as many as 60% of Ukrainians treated him
positively, then in 2019 the number of this Tsar’s admirers dropped
to 31%.

» 70% of citizens support recognition of the Holodomor of 1932-1933
in Ukraine as a genocide of the Ukrainian people; condemnation of
the national-socialist (Nazi) and communist totalitarian regimes
in Ukraine along with prohibition of use and propaganda of their
symbols are welcomed respectively by 58.5% and 49% of Ukrainians.
Also, 41% of respondents support the recognition of various historical
organisations and entities, including the Ukrainian People’s Republic,
the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen, the detachments of the Kholodnyi
Yar Republic, the Organisation of Ukrainian Nationalists (OUN),
the Ukrainian Insurgent Army (UPA), the People’s Movement of
Ukraine as the fighters for Ukraine’s national independence in the
20th century. Opponents of these measures are largely outnumbered.

» Five years since the Revolution of Dignity, relative majority of
Ukrainians (37%) would still support the Maidan, and only 9%
would back Anti-Maidan. About 45% would not want Ukraine to
revert to 2013 with curtailment of all recent years’ reforms and
changes, while the share of their opponents reaches 37%.

» Citizens are afraid of making mistakes in the elections, not least
because of their own past experience. The majority of respondents
(54.5%) feel they could made bad decisions by supporting a particular
politician or political force in the elections. And three-quarters of
Ukrainians (76%) are wary of victory of populist politicians.

THE EUROPEAN AND EURO-ATLANTIC CHOICE:
GUARANTEE OF SECURE AND SUCCESSFUL FUTURE OF UKRAINE

» Change of attitudes towards NATO - from outright negative to
predominantly positive — was one of the most radical developments
in society after the Revolution of Dignity.

» Compared with 2007, the share of those who mentioned the
NATO accession while answering the question “Which type of
security guarantees would be the best for Ukraine?” has increased
from 19% to 42%. During the same period, the proportion of those
favouring the military alliance with Russia and other CIS countries
decreased from 31% to 8%.

» The percentage of those who would have voted for NATO member-
ship at relevant referendum has increased from 15% in 2012 to 45%
in 2019, while the share of Ukrainians who would vote against it
declined accordingly from 62% to 36%. This public support for
joining NATO is primarily explained by security guarantees for
Ukraine (84.5% of those supporting the NATO membership).

» While answering the question “If you had to choose just one option,
which Union do you think Ukraine should join?”, 59% of respon-
dents mentioned the European Union (51% in 2015). The share of
Ukrainians who would have voted for the EU membership at the
referendum makes up 57%, while the proportion of the EU accession
opponents is 28.5%.

» The European Union (24%), Poland (23.5%) and the United States
(22%) are currently viewed by Ukrainians as our strategic allies, while
in 2012 these were Russian Federation (40%) and Belarus (26%).

» At the same time, the percentage of respondents who believe that
Ukraine can rely only on its own strength in the event of military
threat (armed aggression) has increased from 41% in 2012 to 52%
in 2019. Increasingly more Ukrainians believe that Ukraine can count
on the EU and NATO support (from 16% to 24%) and assistance
from the United States (from 3% to 13.5%).

» Most Ukrainian citizens assume that Ukraine’s approximation to
the European Union: serves the interests of both Ukraine and the
EU; is important for Ukraine’s successful economic development
and strengthening its international position; and does not threaten
the development of Ukrainian culture.

» Most respondents (53%) believe that Ukraine will benefit more
from joining the EU, and only 29% think otherwise. Speaking about
advantages of FEuropean integration, Ukrainians often refer to
improved quality of life and higher incomes (40%), modern technolo-
gies and modernisation of enterprises (30%), financial resources for
economic development (27%), intensified fight against corruption
(25%), and reduction of unemployment and creation of new jobs (24%).

» According to respondents, the European Union’s interest in cooperating
with Ukraine is primarily linked to the use of country’s natural
resources (57%), intellectual and scientific potential and labour
force (49%), and vast Ukrainian market for EU goods (36%). Speaking
of negative consequences of Ukraine’s accession to the EU, emigra-
tion of Ukrainians is the most popular response (51%).

» Citizens believe that biggest obstacles for Ukraine to becoming
a member of the European Union include country’s insufficient
economic development (49%), corruption and slow pace of reforms
(46%), and low quality of life of the Ukrainian population (41%).
However, the frequency of mentions of the last two factors has dropped
considerably compared with 2015 (by 12.5% and 11% respectively).

> Almost half of Ukrainians (47%) fully or predominantly agree with
the statement that Ukraine currently defends well-being and
security of entire Europe (37% disagree with this opinion), and 41%
think that Ukraine should fight to ensure pan-European security
(33% disagree).

RUSSIA: THREATS, NEGATIVE IMPACT, AND READINESS TO RESIST

» Of Top 5 external threats for Ukraine, at least four are directly linked
to Russia.

» Speaking about such threats, Ukrainians often mention Russia’s
willingness to destabilise political situation in Ukraine and the
threats in the information sphere (68% of respondents). About two-
thirds of respondents are wary of military threat (64%) and Russia’s

ambition to undermine the Ukrainian economy (63%). Threats in
energy sectors were mentioned by 59% of those polled.

» Nearly two-thirds of the respondents (62%) noted Russia’s influence
on Ukrainian elections. Compared with other countries, respondents
view this impact as the strongest and predominantly negative one.
While discussing reasons for Russia’s meddling in Ukrainian elections,
respondents often mentioned the victory of pro-Russian candidates
(63% of those who note the influence of Russia) and political
destabilisation in Ukraine (53%). At the same time, absolute majority
of respondents (53%) are convinced that the victory of pro-Russian
forces will have negative consequences for Ukraine. The opposite
opinion — regarding the possible victory of pro-Western candidates
and parties — is shared by 20% of respondents.

» If Russia wages open, full-scale war against Ukraine, 59.5% of
Ukrainians are positive that our country should give armed
response (25% — on conditions of guarantees of international support;
34% — even with no guarantees of international support).

» Relative majority of respondents (45% vs. 31%) would not accept
a peace plan, under which Donbas receives a special status in Ukraine
(official Russian language, political autonomy, regional police and
prosecutor’s office, special relations with Russia etc.), and the Crimea
remains under Russia’s control for indefinite period.

» If in September 2014 Ukrainians were more likely to believe that
the Armed Forces and other military formations of Ukraine were
uncapable of effectively defending the sovereignty of the state from
military threats, then in 2019 Ukrainians mostly shared the opposite
opinion.

» Not less than 21% of respondents express their readiness to defend
their country with arms in hand, and 34% — to join the volunteer
movement. The highest proportion of those who are ready to take
arms for defending Ukraine was found among men under 50 (43%).
Women are more likely to defend the country by participating in
the volunteer movement (44%).
